TODAY'S GAME: the Rancho Cucamonga Quakes (Single-A, Los Angeles Angels) face the
Ontario Tower Buzzers (Single-A, Los Angeles Dodgers) in the final game of the first half. Last night, the
Quakes rallied for four runs in the top of the sixth inning to level the score at four, but Ontario matched it
by scoring four times in the seventh, walking away with an 8-5 victory. Tonight, RHP Dylan Jordan starts for
Rancho Cucamonga opposite RHP Brady Smith for Ontario.

ABOUT TH E TOWE R B U ZZ E RS: The Ontario Tower Buzzers, founded in 2026, are in

the midst of their inaugural season. As part of a three-team affiliation exchange this past offseason, they took over
as the new Dodgers Single-A affiliate while the Quakes re-affiliated with the Angels and the Inland Empire 66ers
rejoined the Mariners organization. Former Rancho Cucamonga skipper and Dodgers "Captain of Player Develop-
ment" John Shoemaker is Ontario's first-ever manager, spending his 51st season in the Dodgers organization and
47th as a coach. The team's name draws inspiration from the city's aviation heritage and proximity to Ontario Inter-
national Airport, celebrating the "buzz" of the airport and region. The name and mascot, Maverick, also reference
the quote from the 1986 movie Top Gun where Tom Cruise's character of the same name states to "buzz the tower."

SPLITTING IN SAN BERNARDINO: Last week, the Quakes received a handful of

clutch offensive stretches at San Manuel Stadium, but they were only good enough for a split with the Inland
Empire 66ers (Single-A, Seattle Mariners). In each of their losses, Rancho Cucamonga mounted comebacks in

the middle and late innings, either pulling even or taking leads before the 66ers ultimately managed late runs
themselves to win all three times. Following multi-run comebacks in the eighth and ninth innings on Thursday and
Friday, capped off by doubles from Hayden Alvarez and John Wimmer, Inland Empire restored their edges in their
next turns at bat, notching one-run victories each time, including a 4-3 walk-off on Friday. The Quakes' series-open-
ing win followed a similar script, but after trailing by four, they notted the score in the seventh inning, and Kevyn
Castillo and Marlon Quintero blasted back-to-back home runs in the 10th inning to edge the 66ers out 7-5. Rancho
Cucamonga never trailed in their victories on Wednesday and Sunday, defeating Inland Empire 7-5 and 8-1 to avoid
a series defeat.

MAY' H EM O N TH E MO U N D: Throughout May, the Quakes put together a slew of domi-

nant performances on the mound, finishing the month as the California League's top staff. In addition to posting
the lowest ERA (4.22), Rancho Cucamonga also recorded the most strikeouts (291), surrendered the fewest earned
runs (112) and home runs (15), and registered the third-lowest batting average against (.258). On top of that,

they recorded their first-ever shutout victory over the Tower Buzzers, blanking them 6-0 on May 8th. Furthermore,
the bullpen stepped up on multiple occasions during the series against the Fresno Grizzlies (Single-A, Colorado
Rockies), powering a series win. Jose Atencio and Nicolo Pinazzi teamed up for six scoreless frames in a 6-3 victory
on May 21st while Pinazzi, Fulton Lockhart, and Jakob Guardado combined for a similar effort in a 4-3 extra-inning
win on May 23rd. Individually, two starers, MLB rehabber Grayson Rodriguez and Dylan Jordan, logged double-digit
strikeout outings of 11 and 10 respectively, and both Trey Gregory-Alford and Derek Clark recorded two quality
starts.

THE FlRST HALF RECAP: With just one game remaining in the first half of the 2026 Califor-

nia League season, the Quakes have officially been eliminated from First Half South Division title contention. As a
result of the Lake Elsinore Storm (Single-A, San Diego Padres) beating the San Jose Giants (Single-A, San Francisco
Giants) at Excite Ballpark on Tuesday evening, they clinch the top spot in the division and an automatic playoff
berth. In order for the Quakes to secure a playoff spot themselves, they must win the Second Half South Division
championship, where they will battle the Tower Buzzers and 66ers over the last 66 games. Should they do so, they
would host the first game of the South Division Championship Series on Tuesday, September 8th before heading to
Lake Elsinore for game two and three (if necessary). The second half officially begins tomorrow at the start of the
back half of their series against Ontario at ONT Field.

TH E ORGAN IZATIONAL STAPLE: On May 19th, Quakes manager Dave Stapleton won

his 500th game in his managerial career. Having managed in the Angels organization since 2014, Stapleton has
spent each of the last five seasons in the California League, four of which with the Inland Empire 66ers (2022-
2025), guiding them to last year's California League Championship Series. He has also managed at the Rookie
Level, spending four seasons with the Orem Owlz (2014-2016, 2018) in the then-affiliated Pioneer League before
heading to Arizona to lead the AZL Angels (2017, 2019) and ACL Angels (2021).
