He has a smooth,
up-tempo delivery that is easy to repeat and allows him to command and sequence his four-pitch
repertoire effectively. Stallings has a chance to move fast because of his command, advanced feel
for pitching and business-like approach. His lack of a plus pitch limits his ceiling to a back-of-the-
rotation starter.”
