TO DAY'S GAME: The Rancho Cucamonga Quakes (Single-A, Los Angeles Angels) look to leave
Diamond Stadium of Lake Elsinore with a win in their series finale against the Lake Elsinore Storm (Single-A, San
Diego Padres). Yesterday, Marlon Quintero blasted a two-run home run in the top of the sixth, but the Storm can-
celed it out with two two-run doubles on the way to a 4-2 victory. Today, LHP Derek Clark takes the hill for Rancho
Cucamonga opposite RHP Carlos Medina for Lake Elsinore.

ABOUT THE STO RM: The Lake Elsinore Storm, founded in 1994, play their 32nd season of opera-
tion in 2026. Originally founded as the Santa Clara Padres, has relocated three times, also going by the Redwood
Pioneers and Palm Springs Angels before settling in Lake Elsinore ahead of the 1994 season. Brallan Perez is in
his first season managing the ballclub after a three-year run with the AZL Padres, serving as bench coach in 2023
and 2024 before becoming their manager in 2025. In their history, the Storm have won four California League
titles, most recently in 2022. This season marks the 26th as a Padres affiliate after holding a previous affiliation
in the Angels organization (1981-2000) and playing their first two seasons without a true affiliation (1979-1980).

A N EW RlVALRY TAKES FL'GHT: Last week, the Quakes and Ontario Tower Buzzers

matched up for the first time ever to usher in the newest iteration of the Single-A Freeway Series. While Ontario
landed their blows early on in the series, the Quakes fought back, walking away with a hard earned split. Ontario
took the first two meetings in close contests, 3-0 and 6-5 respectively, but Rancho Cucamonga roared back over
the next two nights, recording 2-1 and 6-0 victories in which they did not allow a single earned run, securing their
first victory and shutout over the California League's newest team. The Tower Buzzers struck back on Saturday
night with a 10-8 win to retake the series lead before Rancho Cucamonga produced a 10-run performance of their
own. They dismantled Ontario in the series finale on Mother's Day, grabbing a 10-2 victory to end the series on a
high note. Over their 18-run weekend, the Quakes used their plate discipline to generate their offense, drawing 18
walks in addition to their 18 hits to propel themselves and shake off a slow start at the dish.

APRIL SHOWERS BRI NG MAY ... WAL KS?: As the calendar flipped to May, the
Quakes significantly improved thier plate discipline, which has led to immediate results. After finishing tied for
last in the California League in walks in April (75), they have nearly matched that total halfway through the second
month of the season. As a team, Rancho Cucamonga has drawn 68 walks, a total that leads the South Division
and only trails the Stockton Ports (Single-A, Athletics) for the most in the league. Over the final three games of
their series against the Tower Buzzers, the lineup drew 23 walks including back-to-back games with eight to close
it out. Individually speaking, Gabriel Davalillo became the first Quake this year to draw three walks in a game, a
feat he accomplished twice that week on May 6th and 9th, ultimately taking his base eight times throughout the
six-game set, including once with the bases loaded. Jonny McGill currently tops the ball club in walks, as his 28
rank him third in the California League.

SWINGS THAT MAKE THE GROUND QUAKE: Since the end of their series against
the Lake Elsinore Storm (SIngle-A, San Diego Padres), the Quakes have generated a power surge. After not
slugging a single long ball through their first seven games, Kendrey Maduro delivered the first two, cranking two
solo shots in their 5-0 victory on April 11th. Since then, they went deep in 11 consecutive games from April 14th
to April 25th, including a season-high three in their series finale with the San Jose Giants (Single-A, San Francisco
Giants) on the 19th. Anyelo Marquez currently leads the team in round-trippers with six, most recently clearing the
wall for a two-run shot in the bottom of the ninth inning vs. the 66ers on May 1st. The Quakes now have 28 home
runs in 2026, and on May 10th, they finally slugged their first three-run blast courtesy of Slate Alford in the fourth
inning of their 10-2 victory over Ontario.

WE MISS YOU, GARRET: on April 16th, Los Angeles Angels Hall of Famer Garret Anderson
passed away at the age of 53. A 17-year big leaguer, Anderson spent the first 15 years of his career as an Angel
from 1994-2008 before finishing his career with the Atlanta Braves in 2009 and Los Angeles Dodgers in 2010. In
his time at Angel Stadium, he made three All-Star Games, secured two Silver Slugger Awards in 2002 and 2003,
won both the Home Run Derby and All-Star Game Most Valuable Player Award in 2003, and helped lead the Angels
to a World Series title in 2002. Additionally, he made two rehab assignments with the Quakes in 2004 and 2008.
Anderson holds many Angels franchise records including hits (2,368), doubles (489), grand slams (8), and RBI
(1,292). On April 26, Mike Trout broke Anderson's franchise record for extra-base hits (797) which had stood for
over 17 seasons. He is succeeded by his wife Teresa, daughters Brianne and Bailey, and son Garret "Trey" Ill.
