TODAY'S GAME: The Rancho Cucamonga Quakes (Single-A, Los Angeles Angels) look to return 
to the win column in game four of their six-game series versus the Inland Empire 66ers (Single-A, Seattle 
Mariners).  Last night, the Quakes erased a two-run deficit in the eighth inning, but the 66ers mounted a 
three-run comeback in the sixth and scored the winning run in their final turn at bat to win 6-5.  Tonight, 
LHP Alton Davis starts for Rancho Cucamonga opposite LHP Mason Peters for Inland Empire.

ABOUT THE 66ERS: The Inland Empire 66ers, founded in 1987, play their 39th season of 
operation in 2026.  Originally founded as the San Bernardino Spirit, the team began play at Fiscalini Field, the 
current home of Cal State San Bernardino's baseball program, before moving to their current ballpark, San Manuel 
Stadium, in 1996.  Luis Caballero is in the midst of his first season as the team's manager after servin in the same 
capacity for the ACL Mariners from 2022-2024.  Throughout their history, the 66ers have won six California League 
titles, but they have not secured a championship since 2013.  They defeated the Quakes in last year's South Divi-
sion Championship Series before falling to the San Jose Giants the following round.  The 2026 campaign opens In-
land Empire's third stint as a Seattle Mariners affiliate (1987-1994, 2001-2006, 2026-pres.), having held previous 
affiliations with the Los Angeles Dodgers (1995-2000, 2007-2010) and Los Angeles Angels (2010-2025).
.ROLLIN', ROLLIN', ROLLIN': Last week, the Quakes put forth big performances in the 
middle of the week, winning three straight games from Wednesday to Friday in their series split with the Visalia 
Rawhide (Single-A, Arizona Diamondbacks).  They unleashed their best power swings in that span, producing nine 
home runs over the course of the corresponding 24 innings of offense.  Slate Alford and Ryland Zaborowski both hit 
go-ahead home runs in the middle innings of their 5-4 victory on Wednesday before Hayden Alvarez provided the 
contest's lone long ball in their 6-2 win on Thursday.  The Quakes then posted season-highs in home runs (6) and 
home runs in an inning (4) as they dismantled the Rawhide 15-6 on Friday.  Blasts from Marlon Quintero in the third 
inning as well as Gabriel Davalillo, Anyelo Marquez, Kevyn Castillo, and Jonny McGill in the fourth inning, alongside 
a Lucas Ramirez three-run triple, helped establish a new season-high for runs in an inning (10) as well.  Throughout 
the week, Rancho Cucamonga averaged 6.7 runs and 8.7 hits per game, providing one of their most productive 
series at the plate in the first half of the 2026 season.

MAY-HEM ON THE MOUND: Throughout May, the Quakes put together a slew of domi-
nant performances on the mound, finishing the month as the California League's top staff.  In addition to posting 
the lowest ERA (4.22), Rancho Cucamonga also recorded the most strikeouts (291), surrendered the fewest earned 
runs (112) and home runs (15), and registered the third-lowest batting average against (.258).  On top of that, they 
recorded their first-ever shutout victory over the Ontario Tower Buzzers (Single-A, Los Angeles Dodgers), blanking 
them 6-0 on May 8th.  Furthermore, the bullpen stepped up on multiple occasions during the series against the 
Fresno Grizzlies (Single-A, Colorado Rockies), powering a series win.  Jose Atencio and Nicolò Pinazzi teamed up for 
six scoreless frames in a 6-3 victory on May 21st while Pinazzi, Fulton Lockhart, and Jakob Guardado combined for 
a similar effort in a 4-3 extra-inning win on May 23rd.  Individually, two starers, MLB rehabber Grayson Rodriguez 
and Dylan Jordan, logged double-digit strikeout outings of 11 and 10 respectively, and both Trey Gregory-Alford and 
Derek Clark recorded two quality starts.

THE FIRST HALF HOMESTRETCH: With just six games remaining in the first half 
of the 2026 California League season, the Quakes find themselves in the hunt for a South Division championship 
and automatic playoff berth.  Currently, they sit in second place in the division, one game behind the Lake Elsinore 
Storm (Single-A, San Diego Padres) for the top spot.  Due to their series loss the last time they traveled to Diamond 
Stadium of Lake Elsinore, Rancho Cucamonga would lose the head-to-head tiebeaker, having lost five of their 12 
matchups.  To end the half, the Quakes are on the road, but they do not have to leave the Inland Empire.  Following 
their series versus the 66ers, they head to Ontario to close out the half against the Tower Buzzers.  Meanwhile the 
Storm are currently playing the Tower Buzzers at home, and they finish the half on the road against the San Jose 
Giants (Single-A, San Francisco Giants).

THE ORGANIZATIONAL STAPLE: On May 19th, Quakes manager Dave Stapleton won 
his 500th game in his managerial career.  Having managed in the Angels organization since 2014, Stapleton has 
spent each of the last five seasons in the California League, four of which with the Inland Empire 66ers (2022-
2025), guiding them to last year's California League Championship Series.  He has also managed at the Rookie 
Level, spending four seasons with the Orem Owlz (2014-2016, 2018) in the then-affiliated Pioneer League before 
heading to Arizona to lead the AZL Angels (2017, 2019) and ACL Angels (2021).

45 Elmer Dessens Pitching Coach
Elmer Dessens enters his fourth season in the Angels organization and 13th season 
as a coach in 2026.
