Eight of Bowie’s runs came in the seventh 
inning, as the Baysox collected seven hits in the frame. Following a brief rain delay at the start of the game, Drew Rom pitched five scoreless innings for Bowie 
to earn his first win of the season while striking out eight batters. Binghamton’s Jose Butto opened the night with 11 consecutive outs before a walk, single, and 
throwing error allowed Bowie to break through for the lead. Toby Welk drove in Bowie’s next three runs starting with a solo home run in the fifth inning, and then 
a two-run double in the seventh to kick of Bowie’s big rally. Bowie sent 12 batters to the plate in the seventh, collecting six hits.

TODAY’S OPPONENT
In the early goings of 2022, Binghamton has been hot on one end of the field, but not so hot on the other, leading to a 1-2 start. Starting this series, the Rumble 
Ponies .301 batting average is good for the second highest in the league, (Richmond hit .303 against Bowie in their Opening Weekend series) while their five 
home runs are tied for the most in the league. It was a slugfest for Binghamton against Hartford in their season-opening series, as the two teams exited the 
weekend ranked second and first in both slugging percentage and OPS, respectively. On the mound, Binghamton’s 25 runs allowed is already the most in the 
league, but Bowie is not to far behind at 22. The two sides are having opposite issues with their pitching staffs, however, as Binghamton’s starters have a 14.00 
ERA, highest in the league, against Bowie’s 3.18. From relievers, Bowie’s 10.34 ERA is the highest in the league, nearly double Binghamton’s 5.63.

THE TOP STORY
For the first time, the Orioles have been selected as the best farm system in baseball by MLB Pipeline, including five players among the Top-100 Overall 
Prospects list. The publication cited how EVP Mike Elias, “revamped their Minor League operations, invested heavily in the Draft and began making splashes 
in the international market for the first time.” during his current tenure to bring Baltimore on the cusp of contention again. In slight contrast to the top marks from 
MLB Pipeline, Baseball America has listed Baltimore as the fourth-best organization in baseball, trailing Seattle, Tampa Bay, and Pittsburgh. Baseball America 
lists a slightly lighter amount of depth in the Orioles system compared to its higher rankings, but still notes Baltimore as holding both the top pitching prospect 
in the game (Grayson Rodriguez) and the top overall prospect in the game. (Adley Rutschman) In 2017, prior to Mike Elias’ tenure, Baseball America listed 
Baltimore as having the 27th-ranked organization in baseball.

TODAY’S OPPOSING STARTER
– Right-handed Marcel Renteria struggled to open his 2022 campaign, pitching 2 2/3 innings of eight-run ball against Hartford on Saturday. That was his first 
game for the Rumble Ponies since May of 2021 as he earned the promotion to Triple-A Syracuse after a strong eight innings of scoreless ball to begin his last 
campaign. Renteria struggled for the Triple-A Mets, pitching to a 9.00 ERA in 14 appearances. The last time he pitched against an Oriole affiliate, he went 4 1/3 
innings against Delmarva in May of 2018, giving up five earned runs.

THE UPPER HALL
After batting sixth on Opening Day and taking the second game of the season off, Bowie outfielder Adam Hall is looking to settle in to the leadoff role nicely for 
the Baysox. Among batters with at least nine plate appearances at the start of an inning this season, Hall is tied for the 4th-highest BABIP at .666. A slightly 
advanced statistic, BABIP calculates the batting average on balls hit into the field of play, which excludes home runs and strikeouts, but includes sacrifice flies. 
Hall is ranked as the Orioles #28 prospect entering the 2022 season according to MLB Pipeline, #27 according to Baseball America. Also listed as 
the fastest baserunner in the organization by Baseball America..

SOOTHING RELIEF
While the Baysox still suffer from the highest bullpen ERA in the Eastern League, at 8.78, it’s still a sharp drop from just two days ago, when that number was 
11.57. In their last two games, Baysox relievers have combined to throw nine innings, allowing just three runs, striking out 12 batters and only walking one. In 
contrast, Bowie has added nearly a full run to the ERA of Binghamton’s relievers, as it sits now at 6.39.

HIT OR MISS
Bowie struck out a season-high 17 times at the plate on Thursday night, despite plating ten runs on ten hits. First baseman Andrew Daschbach contributed with 
five strikeouts, a career high. Daschbach’s 144 strikeouts in 2021 were the second-most in the Orioles system, behind only Kyle Stowers (171). However, Bowie 
is still only sitting at 68 strikeouts from batters this year, tied for just the fifth-most in the Eastern League.
