TO DAY'S GAME: The Rancho Cucamonga Quakes (Single-A, Los Angeles Angels) and Ontario Tower
Buzzers (Single-A, Los Angeles Dodgers) face off in game two of this six-game series at Morongo Field. In their
first-ever matchup yesteday, despite 5.1 one-run innings from Quakes starter Ubaldo Soto, the Tower Buzzers
saddled him with the loss, recording a 3-0 shutout victory in the process. Tonight, LHP Alton Davis gets the ball for
Rancho Cucamonga versus RHP Cam Leiter for Ontario.

ABOUT TH E TOWER BUZZERS: The Ontario Tower Buzzers, founded in 2026, are in the
midst of their first season in 2026. As part of a three-team affiliation exchange this past offseason, they took
over as the new Single-A affiliate of the Los Angeles Dodgers while the Quakes re-affiliated with the Angels and
the Inland Empire 66ers (Single-A, Seattle Mariners) joined the Mariners organization. Former Rancho Cucamon-
ga skipper and Dodgers "Captain of Player Development" John Shoemaker is Ontario's inaugural manager, his
51st season in the Dodgers organization and 47th as a coach. The Tower Buzzers' name draws inspiration from
Ontario's aviation heritage and its proximity to Ontario International Airport, celebrating the "buzz" of the airport
and region. The name and mascot, Maverick, also reference the quote from the 1986 movie Top Gun where the
character Maverick states to "buzz the tower."

MEET THE CAR DlAC QUAK ES: Over the course of their series against the Inland Empire
66ers, the Quakes secured three walk-off victories, all coming in the 10th inning. On Wednesday, Eliezer Rivero
got the clutch party started, launching a two-run double to the wall in center field to turn a 5-4 deficit into a 6-5
win. Three days later, on Saturday night, Hayden Alvarez grounded a single through the middle of the 66ers
infield, plating Slate Alford to tie the score at 10. A Jean Munoz wild pitch shortly thereafter completed his trip
around the bases to cement another dramatic victory. Finally, during the Sunday series finale, Kendrey Maduro
grounded a single through the left side of the infield to bring Alvarez home from second base, pulling Rancho
Cucamonga level in the bottom of the ninth before Alford's 10th inning bunt single drew a Gleiner Diaz throwing
error to chase Athanael Duarte in and finish off the series in walk-off fashion. Those three extra-inning contests
were the first of the year for the Quakes, and the subsequent wins improved their record to five games above .500
for the first time in 2026.

AP Rl |. COME SH E W| LL: At the end of their first month back in the Los Angeles Angels organi-

zation, the Quakes have emerged as the team to beat in the California League South Division. They finished April
by winning four of their last five games, including two shutouts and a doubleheader sweep in Fresno to remain
tied for first in the division with the Lake Elsinore Storm (Single-A, San Diego Padres). After opening the season
on a four-game winning streak, they reached as high as four games above .500 on four separate occasions, which
is where they finished the month. Additionally, they remained either tied for first or in the top spot in the South
Division outright throughout April, becoming the only team in the California League to hold at least a share of the
division lead each day during the campaign's first month.

SWINGS THAT MAKE THE GROU ND SHAKE: since the end of their series against
the Lake Elsinore Storm (Single-A, San Diego Padres), the Quakes have generated a power surge. After not
slugging a single long ball through their first seven games, Kendrey Maduro delivered the first two, cranking two
solo shots in their 5-0 victory on April 11th. Since then, they went deep in 11 consecutive games from April 14th
to April 25th, including a season-high three in their series finale with the San Jose Giants (Single-A, San Francisco
Giants) on the 19th. Anyelo Marquez currently leads the team in round-trippers with six, most recently clearing the
wall for a two-run shot in the bottom of the ninth inning vs. the 66ers on May 1st. The Quakes now have 21 home
runs in 2026, 5th in the California League, all of which either solo or two-run shots.

WE MISS YOU, GARRET: On April 16th, Los Angeles Angels Hall of Famer Garret Anderson
passed away at the age of 53. A 17-year big leaguer, Anderson spent the first 15 years of his career as an Angel
from 1994-2008 before finishing his career with the Atlanta Braves in 2009 and Los Angeles Dodgers in 2010. In
his time at Angel Stadium, he made three All-Star Games, secured two Silver Slugger Awards in 2002 and 2003,
won both the Home Run Derby and All-Star Game Most Valuable Player Award in 2003, and helped lead the Angels
to a World Series title in 2002. Additionally, he made two rehab assignments with the Quakes in 2004 and 2008.
Anderson holds many Angels franchise records including hits (2,368), doubles (489), grand slams (8), and RBI
(1,292). Last Sunday, Mike Trout broke Anderson's franchise record for extra-base hits (797) which had stood for
over 17 seasons. He is succeeded by his wife Teresa, daughters Brianne and Bailey, and son Garret "Trey" Ill.
