Field.  The Cubs scored four runs in the first, four runs 
in the seventh, and a run in the ninth as a trio of South 
Bend pitchers held Wisconsin to four hits. 
 

FAST START: Kane Kepley reached base to start the 
game with a single.  Ty Southisene singled and 
Cameron Sisneros walked to load the bases with no 
outs.  A sacrifice fly  by Kade Snell scored the first run 
of the game.  Leonel Espinoza followed with a three-run 
home run.  South Bend has scored eight runs in the first 
inning during this series.  Kepley has reached base to 
start the game as South Bend’s lead-off hitter in three 
games and scored all three times.  Kepley is 10-for-18 
(.556) with eight stolen bases and eleven runs scored in 
the first four games of the series. 
 

GUTTING IT OUT: Wisconsin starting pitcher Travis 
Smith allowed four runs in the first on 24 pitches.  He 
worked through the top of the fifth without allowing 
another run.  Smith walked five and struck out four as 
he was handed his first loss of the season.   
 

MULTI-BALL: Josiah Ragsdale went 2-for-3 last night 
for his eighth multi-hit games of the season. 
 

HOME: The loss last night dropped Wisconsin’s home 
record to 7-10.  The Rattlers have been outscored 163-
82 at Neuroscience Group Field in 2026. 
 

HELLO, OLD FRIEND: The Chicago Cubs are 
scheduled to have Caleb Thielbar make a rehabilitation 
appearance with South Bend today.  Thielbar has 
pitched ten seasons in the Major Leagues – eight with 
the Minnesota Twins and two with the Chicago Cubs.  
He is 28-18 with seven saves and a 3.26 ERA in 425 
career relief appearances.  The Milwaukee Brewers 
originally drafted Thielbar in the eighteenth round of the 
2009 draft out of South Dakota State University.  The 
Wisconsin Timber Rattlers were the first full season 
team in professional baseball for Thielbar.  He was 0-2 
with two saves and a 5.60 ERA in thirty relief 
appearances for Wisconsin.

ABOUT SOUTH BEND:  The South Bend Cubs started as 
the South Bend White Sox when the Midwest League 
added them as an expansion team in 1988.  They changed 
their name to the Silver Hawks for the 1994 season and 
became an affiliate of the Arizona Diamondbacks in 1997.  
South Bend became an affiliate of the Chicago Cubs in 
2015.  South Bend has won Midwest League titles in 1989, 
1993, 2005, 2019, and 2022.  Notable alumni for the South 
Bend franchise include Mike Cameron, Jose Valverde, 
Chris Capuano, Mark Reynolds, Justin Upton, Wade Miley, 
Chase Anderson, Keon Broxton, Gleyber Torres, Ian 
Happ, Carlos Gonzalez, Pete Crow-Armstrong, and current 
Timber Rattlers manager Victor Estevez.  Terry Francona 
was the manager of the South Bend White Sox in 1992.   
 

ABOUT THE CUBS:  The Chicago Cubs had several 
different Midwest League affiliates before settling in South 
Bend in 2015.  They were affiliated with Quincy from 1965 
through 1973 before leaving the Midwest League.  The 
Cubs returned to the MWL for an affiliation with Quad 
Cities from 1979 through 1984, Peoria from 1985 through 
1994 and again from 2005 through 2012, Rockford from 
1995 through 1998, Lansing from 1999 through 2004, and 
Kane County in 2013 and 2014.

WISCONSIN STARTING PITCHER: 
 

RHP QUINN PRIESTER:  The Milwaukee Brewers acquired Priester in a 
trade with the Boston Red Sox on April 7, 2025.  The Brewers sent Timber 
Rattlers outfielder Yophery Rodriguez, a Competitive Balance Round A 
Selection, and a player to be named later (John Holobetz) in exchange for 
Priester.   
 

ORIGIN STORY: Priester was originally selected by the Pittsburgh Pirates 
with the eighteenth overall selection of the 2018 draft out of Cary-Grove (IL) 
High School.  He made his MLB debut with the Pirates on July 17, 2023.  
The Red Sox acquired Priester in a trade on July 29, 2024.  Priester was 5-9 
with a 6.46 ERA with the Pirates in twenty games – fourteen start – and 1-0 
in one start with the Red Sox. 
 

QUANTUM LEAP: Priester went 13-3 with a 3.32 ERA in 29 games – 24 
starts – for the Brewers in 2025.  He had 132 strikeouts in 157-1/3 innings. 

 

THE SEASON SO FAR:  Milwaukee placed Priester on the 15-day injured 
list retroactive to March 22 with Right thoracic outlet syndrome.  He has 
made three rehabilitation starts for the Nashville Sounds this season. 
 

LAST START:  Priester lost to Norfolk at Nashville on May 1, 2026.  He 
allowed five runs on seven hits with two walks and one strikeout in two 
innings.

RHP JOSTIN FLORENTINO: The Chicago Cubs signed Florentino as 
an International Free Agent out of the Dominican Republic on January 
15, 2023.  Florentino is currently the #15 prospect in the Cubs system 
according to MLB Pipeline. 
 

SUMMER LEAGUE:  Florentino pitched for the Cubs Red affiliate in 
the Dominican Summer League in 2023 and 2024.  He was 4-1 with a 
3.57 ERA in thirteen relief appearances in 2023 and 1-2 with a 2.06 
ERA in ten games – seven starts – in 2024.  Florentino struck out 75 
and walked twenty in 75-1/3 innings in his two seasons the DSL. 

 

LAST YEAR:  Florentino was 1-2 with the Arizona Complex League 
Cubs to start the 2025 season before a promotion to Myrtle Beach in 
the Carolina League on June 7.  He went 4-3 with a 1.96 ERA in 
eleven games – ten starts – for the Pelicans.  Florentino was 5-5 with 
a 2.43 ERA with 101 strikeouts and 25 walks over 81-1/3 innings in 
the entire 2025 season. 
 

STARTING OUT:  Florentino began this season in the ACL and made 
a start on May 4, a loss to the Guardians.  He was assigned to the 
South Bend Cubs on May 10. 
 

LAST START: Florentino lost to Lansing at home on May 10. He 
allowed four runs on three hits and two walks with four strikeouts over 
3-2/3 innings. 
 

VS. WISCONSIN:  Florentino has never faced the Timber Rattlers 
prior to this afternoon.  The last time he pitched against an affiliate of 
the Milwaukee Brewers was on May 15, 2025 in an Arizona Complex 
League game.  He allowed two runs on three hits with two walks and 
six strikeouts over four innings in a no decision.
