WISCONSIN STARTING PITCHER:

RHP ALEXANDER CORNIELLE: Milwaukee signed Cornielle as an
International Free Agent out of the Dominican Republic on June 15, 2019.

FAST DEBUT: Cornielle made his professional debut with one inning of
relief against the Cubs #2 affiliate in the Dominican Summer League on
August 2, 2019. He allowed one run on no hits with two walks in one inning.
Cornielle made three appearances in the DSL in 2019 with no record and
one run allowed over four innings.

HIT PLAY: Cornielle started the 2021 season with the Brewers Blue affiliate
in the Arizona Complex League and was 4-2 in nine games — four starts —
with a 4.64 ERA and 50 strikeouts over 33 innings pitched. He was called
up to Carolina at the end of the season and was 0-1 in two starts with ten
strikeouts in eight innings.
