LAST ACTION:  The Wisconsin Timber Rattlers lost 6-
5 to the the Fort Wayne TinCaps at Parkview Field on 
Sunday.  The TinCaps scored four runs in the second 
inning with the Rattlers scoring three times in the top of 
the third.  Fort Wayne led 6-4 going into the top of the 
ninth.  Wisconsin loaded the bases with no outs, but 
only managed one run as the comeback fell short.  

 

THAT SEEMS DIFFICULT: The Timber Rattlers scored 
five runs without a player recording an RBI in the game 
on Sunday.  Three runs scored on one play with two 
errors occurring in the top of the third.  A run scored on 
a wild pitch in the sixth.  The final Wisconsin run scored 
on 4-6-3 double play. 
 

THE OCHO: Jadher Areinamo was 1-for-3 on Sunday.  
He is on his second eight-game hitting streak of the 
season.  Areinamo is 12-for-32 (.375) during this streak, 
which is the longest by a Timber Rattler this season. 
 

LOOK OUT, LUKE!  Luke Adams was hit by a pitch 
twice on Sunday.  He has been hit by a pitch nineteen 
times this season.  Adams leads Minor League 
Baseball in HBPs.  Ripken Reyes of San Antonio and 
Braiden Ward of Hartford have both been hit eighteen 
times.  Darrien Miller holds the Wisconsin record for 

HBPs with 24 from the 2022 season.  

 

PUT IT IN PLAY: Wisconsin hitters have struck out 469 
times this season.  That is the fewest offensive 
strikeouts by any full-season team in Minor League 
Baseball.  The Rattlers are striking out 6.80 times per 
game.  Only the Memphis Redbirds of the International 
League have a lower K/game average.  Memphis has 
struck out 507 times in 75 games (6.76/game) 
 

IT WAS A GOOD TRIP:  The Timber Rattlers 
concluded their twelve-game road trip with a 7-5 record.  
Wisconsin was 4-2 at West Michigan and was 3-3 at 
Fort Wayne.  Additionally, the Timber Rattlers claimed 
their first playoff berth since 2016 when they clinched 
the First Half West Division title with an 8-5 win at West 
Michigan on June 16.

ABOUT SOUTH BEND:  The South Bend Cubs started as 
the South Bend White Sox when the Midwest League 
added them as an expansion team in 1988.  They changed 
their name to the Silver Hawks for the 1994 season and 
became an affiliate of the Arizona Diamondbacks in 1997.  
South Bend became an affiliate of the Chicago Cubs in 
2015.  South Bend has won Midwest League titles in 1989, 
1993, 2005, 2019, and 2022.  Notable alumni for the South 
Bend franchise include Mike Cameron, Jose Valverde, 
Chris Capuano, Mark Reynolds, Justin Upton, Wade Miley, 
Chase Anderson, Keon Broxton, Gleyber Torres, Ian 
Happ, Carlos Gonzalez, and current Timber Rattlers 
manager Victor Estevez.  Terry Francona was the 
manager of the South Bend White Sox in 1982.  Nick 
Lovullo, the son of Arizona Diamondbacks manager Torey 
Lovullo, is in his first year as South Bend’s manager. 
 

ABOUT THE CUBS:  The Chicago Cubs had several 
different Midwest League affiliates before settling in South 
Bend in 2015.  They were affiliated with Quincy from 1965 
through 1973 before leaving the Midwest League.  The 
Cubs returned to the MWL with an affiliation with Quad 
Cities from 1979 through 1984, Peoria from 1985 through 
1994 and again from 2005 through 2012, Rockford from 
1995 through 1998, Lansing from 1999 through 2004, and 
Kane County in 2013 and 2014.

SOUTH BEBD STARTING PITCHER: 
 

RHP TY JOHNSON: The Chicago Cubs selected Johnson in the 15th 

round of the 2023 draft out of Ball State. 
 

BALLIN’:  Johnson pitched three seasons at Ball State and was 15-8 
with three saves, a 5.39 ERA, and 178 strikeouts over 157 innings 
pitched.  He made 47 appearances with 28 starts for the Cardinals.  
 

ON THE CAPE: Johnson pitched for Cotuit in the Cape Cod League 
in 2022.  He was 0-3 in nine games – three starts.  Johnson had 
fifteen walks and nineteen strikeouts with a 7.48 ERA in 21-2/3 
innings pitched that summer. 
 

ON THE BEACH: Johnson did not pitch professionally after signing 
with the Cubs last year.  He started his pro career this season with 
Myrtle Beach, the Carolina League affiliate of the Cubs.  Johnson was 
1-1 with a save and a 3.48 ERA in ten games – four starts – with the 
Pelicans.  He had 48 strikeouts and ten walks in 33-2/3 innings before 
his promotion to South Bend on June 4. 
 

LAST START: Johnson lost to Lake County at home on June 19.  He 
allowed five runs on six hits with two walks and five strikeouts over 4-
1/3 innings. 
 

VS. WISCONSIN:  Johnson has never faced the Timber Rattlers prior 
to this evening.  His only appearance against an affiliate of the 
Milwaukee Brewers was in a start at Carolina on May 24, 2024.  
Johnson took the loss to the Mudcats as he allowed six runs on four 
hits with two hit batsmen, a walk, and five strikeouts over 2-2/3 
innings.

LHP MARK MANFREDI:  The Milwaukee Brewers selected Manfredi in the 

9th round of the 2023 draft out of the University of Dayton. 
 

THE COLLEGE BEFORE COLLEGE: Manfredi pitched two abbreviated 
seasons at Sinclair Community College in Dayton before moving to the 
University of Dayton.  Manfredi was 2-1 with a 3.38 ERA in seven games – 
three starts – in his two seasons at Sinclair.  
 

RADIO FLYER: Manfredi pitched two seasons at Dayton.  He was 4-6 with a 
4.42 ERA in 29 games – 24 starts – with 158 strikeouts over 138-1/3 innings 
pitched.  Manfredi finished third in the Atlantic 10 in strikeouts for his senior 
season.  
 

SUMMER CATCH: Manfredi made three starts for Wareham in the Cape 
Cod League prior to the 2023 draft.  He had 16 strikeouts over 13 innings 
with a 2.08 ERA with three no decisions before signing with Milwaukee. 
 

PLAYOFF CALL:  Manfredi did not pitch as a professional in the regular 
season last year.
