QUALITY IS JOB ONE:  Dorchies made his second 
consecutive quality start with his performance last night.  
He is 2-0 and has allowed two runs on nine hits with 
two walks and nine strikeouts over thirteen innings in 
his last two starts. 
 

BAKER’S DOZEN:  Braylon Payne had an RBI double 
in the top of the fourth inning last night to move his 
hitting streak to thirteen games.  He is 20-for-57, .351 
during the streak, the longest by a Timber Rattler this 
season. 
 

WILLKOMMEN: Walther hit his homer, a lead-off home 
run in the third inning, in his first at bat as a Timber 
Rattler. He went 2-for-3 with two walks, two runs 
scored, and two RBI.  He also threw out two runners 
trying to steal second base during the game.

ABOUT PEORIA:  The Peoria Chiefs were in the Three-I 
League from 1953-1958 before the team folded.  They 
were a St. Louis Cardinals affiliate from 1953-1957 and a 
New York Yankees affiliate in 1958.  The Chiefs re-entered 
organized baseball when the Danville franchise moved to 
Peoria after the 1982 season.  They were named the 
Peoria Suns and were affiliated with the California Angels 
for 1983 and 1984 with a change to the Chiefs nickname 
for 1984 followed by an affiliation switch to the Chicago 
Cubs for the 1985 season.  Peoria became the Cardinals 
Midwest League affiliate for the first time in 1995, switched 
back to the Cubs in 2005, and went back to the Cardinals 
in 2013.  The Chiefs won a Midwest League title in 2002. 
They made the Midwest League Championship Series in 
2018 but lost to Bowling Green.  Notable former Chiefs 
include Greg Maddux, Mark Grace, Albert Pujols, Yadier 
Molina, Nolan Gorman, and Victor Scott II. 
 

ABOUT THE CARDINALS:  St. Louis had several different 
Midwest League affiliates before settling back in Peoria in 
2013.  They were in Cedar Rapids from 1965-1972 before 
leaving the league until returning to the league to affiliate 
with the Springfield, Illinois team from 1982 through 1993.  
St. Louis spent one year with the Madison Hatters before 
their first affiliation with Peoria from 1995 through 2004.  
The Cardinals left Peoria for Quad Cities from 2005 
through 2012.

RHP DANIEL CORNIEL:  The Milwaukee Brewers signed Corniel as an 
International Free Agent out of Venezuela on January 31, 2022. 
 

ON THE WAY UP: Corniel made his pro debut with the Brewers #2 affiliate 
in the Dominican Summer League in 2022 with a 1-4 record and a 4.97 ERA 
over ten games – nine starts.  As a member of the Arizona Complex League 
Brewers in 2023, Corniel was 1-1 with a 5.70 ERA in eleven games – eight 
starts.   He made 21 starts with the Carolina Mudcats in 2024 with a 4-5 
record, a 4.29 ERA, and 95 strikeouts over 98-2/3 innings. 
 

ROAD BLOCK: Corniel made his Timber Rattlers debut on April 9, 2025.  
He allowed one run on three hits with no walks and four strikeouts over three 
innings to be charged with the loss.  He missed the rest of the season with 
an injury. 
 

BACK ON THE MOUND:  Corniel started this season with the ACL Brewers 
on a rehab assignment, beginning with a one-inning start against the Angels 
on May 19.  He was 0-1 with a 2.00 ERA in five starts in the ACL before 
joining the Timber Rattlers on June 16. 
 

LAST APPEARANCE:  Corniel earned his first professional save with three 
scoreless innings against Cedar Rapids at home on June 26.  He allowed 
one hit, walked none, and struck out three. 
 

LAST START:  Corniel made a three-inning rehab start for the Brewers 
Arizona Complex League affiliate against the Mariners on June 11.  He 
allowed a run on three hits with no walks and two strikeouts for a no 
decision.
