FIRST DECADE: The Timber Rattlers reached double
digits in runs for the first time this season with their ten
runs last night.

TWO TIMES: Garcia was the second batter in the
fourth inning. He singled and scored on the Miller
homer. Garcia capped the scoring in the inning with his
three-run homer.

OUT OF THE PEN: Wisconsin starting pitcher
Alexander Cornielle retired the first eleven batters he
faced in the game and struck out eight over 4-1/3
innings. However, he gave up five runs in the top of the
fifth inning, including a grand slam home run to
Christian Franklin. Karlos Morales took over for
Cornielle and got the final two outs of the inning. He
allowed one run over 2-2/3 innings to pick up the win.
Brannon Jordan closed out the game with the final six
outs.

THE LONG CLIMB: Eric Brown Jr was 2-for-4 with two
runs scored last night as the Wisconsin lead-off batter.
He extended his on-base streak to twelve games.
Brown is 13-for-39 with nine walks during the streak.
He was hitting .102 after going 0-for-3 with a walk on
April 23, the day the streak started. Brown has raised
his average to .212 after last night's game.

A FIRST TIME THING: Last night was the first time the
Timber Rattlers won a game this season when allowing
more than four runs.

EIGHT BALL: Cornielle matched Tyler Woessner for
the most strikeouts by a Wisconsin pitcher in a single
game this season. Cornielle and Woessner both have
eight strikeouts in a game in 2023.

ABOUT SOUTH BEND: The South Bend Cubs started as
the South Bend White Sox when the Midwest League
added them as an expansion team in 1988. They changed
their name to the Silver Hawks for the 1994 season and
became an affiliate of the Arizona Diamondbacks in 1997.
South Bend became an affiliate of the Chicago Cubs in
2015. They are the defending Midwest League
Champions after finishing 73-58 last season, beating
Cedar Rapids in the Western Division Finals, and Lake
County in the Championship Series. South Bend also won
Midwest League pennants in 1989, 1993, 2005, and 2019.
Notable alumni for the South Bend franchise include Mike
Cameron, Jose Valverde, Chris Capuano, Mark Reynolds,
Justin Upton, Wade Miley, Chase Anderson, Keon
Broxton, Gleyber Torres, lan Happ, and Carlos Gonzalez.
Terry Francona was the manager of the South Bend White
Sox in 1982.

ABOUT THE CUBS: The Chicago Cubs had several
different Midwest League affiliates before settling in South
Bend in 2015. They were affiliated with Quincy from 1965
through 1973 before leaving the Midwest League. The
Cubs returned to the MWL with an affiliation with Quad
Cities from 1979 through 1984, Peoria from 1985 through
1994 and again from 2005 through 2012, Rockford from
1995 through 1998, Lansing from 1999 through 2004, and
Kane County in 2013 and 2014.

SEASON SO FAR: South Bend are 15-12 on the season.
They are tied with Peoria for second place in the Western
Division. Both teams are 1-1/2 games behind first-place
Beloit. In their most recent series, the Cubs went 2-4 at
home against Cedar Rapids. South Bend starts a series at
Beloit on May 16.

PROSPECTING IN THE SERIES: MLB Pipeline places
five Rattlers on their list of Brewers Top 30 Prospects: Eric
Brown Jr (#8), Robert Moore (#10), Hendry Mendez (#15),
Eduardo Garcia (#21), and Joseph Hernandez (#28). MLB
Pipeline has four active South Bend players on their list of
Cubs prospects: Kevin Alcantara (#2), Cade Horton (#4),
James Triantos (#11), and Kevin Made (#15). Ed Howard
(#22) has not played this season and is on the South Bend
Injured List.

RHP JOSEPH HERNANDEZ: Acquired by Milwaukee in a trade with the
Seattle Mariners on January 7, 2023 in exchange for Justin Topa.

FROM THE REPUBLIC: The Mariners originally signed Hernandez as an
International Free Agent out of the Dominican Republic on July 2, 2017.

TWO YEARS ON THE ISLAND: Hernandez spent his 2018 and 2019
seasons with the Mariners affiliate in the Dominican Summer League. He
was 3-2 with a save and a 4.62 ERA in fifteen games — six starts — in 2018
and went 0-1 in four relief appearances in 2019. He had 28 walks and 47
strikeouts over 45 innings pitched in the DSL.

BACK AT IT: Hernandez spent most of his 2021 season with the Mariners
affiliate in the Arizona Complex League. He was 4-0 with a 4.35 ERA in ten
games — four starts — with 49 strikeouts over 31 innings. He also made one
start for Arkansas, Seattle’s Double-A affiliate in the Texas League that
season.

AWARD WINNING: Hernandez was 9-5 with a 3.39 ERA in 24 games — 22
starts — for the Modesto Nuts, Seattle’s affiliate in the California League in
2022. He had 143 strikeouts over 116-2/3 innings pitched and was named
the California League Pitcher of the Year.

LAST START: Hernandez lost to the Peoria Chiefs at Dozer Park on May 7.

He allowed two runs on two hits with a walk and three strikeouts over four
innings. Hernandez gave up a two-run home run to Jeremy Rivas in the
fourth inning and the Rattlers lost 2-1.

THE DOLPHIN: Santana pitched from 2017 through 2021 at
Jacksonville. He was 23-19 with a 4.45 ERA in 79 games — 50 starts —
with 285 strikeouts over 327-1/3 innings.
