WISCONSIN STARTING PITCHER:

LHP J.D. THOMPSON: The Milwaukee Brewers selected Thompson in the
second round of the 2025 draft out of Vanderbilt University.

SAIL AWAY: Thompson pitched three seasons for the Commodores. He
was 13-7 with a 4.28 ERA in 43 games — 29 starts — and struck out 219 over
164 innings. Thompson made sixteen starts in his final season at Vanderbilt
with a 6-5 record, a 4.00 ERA, and 122 strikeouts in 90 innings with just
thirty strikeouts.

SUMMERS IN NEW ENGLAND: Thompson pitched for Newport in the New
England Collegiate Baseball League in 2023 and for Bourne in the Cape
Cod League in 2024.

HOW DOES HE RATE? Thompson is currently rated at #15 in the Brewers
system by MLB Pipeline. The 2026 Baseball America Prospect Handbook
had him at #19 before the season.

LAST START: Thompson earned the win against Wright State on May 30

LET’S GO! Thompson did not pitch after that game against Wright State.

He transferred to Arizona State in 2022 with a
trip to Alaska to play for the Anchorage Bucs in the Alaskan Summer
League in 2022 before returning to Arizona State for 2023. In his final
season at ASU, Hansell was 2-1 with a 7.47 ERA in seventeen games
— four starts.

LIKE FATHER; LIKE SON: Hansell is the son of Greg Hansell, who
made a total of 106 relief appearances in the Major Leagues with the
Los Angeles Dodgers, Minnesota Twins, Milwaukee Brewers, and
Pittsburgh Pirates.

MOVING ON UP: Hansell started his pro career with the ACL Royals
with two brief relief appearances in 2023. He was in Columbia in
2024 and was 4-2 with a save and a 2.52 ERA in 21 games — six
starts — for the Fireflies. Hansell was back in Columbia to start the
2025 season and was 1-2 with a 4.73 ERA in eight starts before a
promotion to Quad Cities on May 20. Hansell was 0-1 in eight starts
for the River Bandits in 2025, but his season ended with an injury in
July.

LAST START: Hansell had a no decision against Lansing at home on
April 26. He allowed two hits, walked three, and struck out three over
three scoreless innings.
