SUNDAY RAINOUT:  The Wisconsin Timber Rattlers 
game at West Michigan was rained out.  It was the final 
game of the series, and the teams don’t meet again this 
half so the game will not be rescheduled.  The Rattlers 
have had two rainouts this season.  Both were on a 
Sunday.  Neither were made up. 
 

LAST ACTION:  The Wisconsin Timber Rattlers beat 
the West Michigan Whitecaps 4-1 on June 10 at LMCU 
Ballpark.  Alex Hall broke a 1-1 tie with a two-out, two-
run double in the top of the eighth inning.  Eduardo 
García followed with a double to score Hall for the 4-1 
lead.  Tyler Woessner and Luis Amaya combined to 
hold the Whitecaps to one run on four hits.  The win 
clinched the series for the Timber Rattlers, the first road 
series victory of the season for Wisconsin.  The Rattlers 
have won two straight series. 
 

TYLER’S TIME:  Woessner went 6-1/3 innings on 
Saturday and became the first Wisconsin starting 
pitcher to pitch in the seventh inning of a game this 
season.  He gave up three hits, walked one, and struck 
out eight.  Woessner matched his professional single-
game high for strikeouts and set a new pro high for 
innings pitched in a game.  The Rattlers led 1-0 when 
Woessner left the game after walking Justice Bigbie in 
the seventh.  

 

SLIGHT HICCUP: Amaya entered the game and threw 
a wild pitch to allow Bigbie to take second.  Chris 
Meyers doubled to drive in Bigbie with the tying run.  
Amaya retired eight of the next nine hitters he faced 
without allowing a hit and picked up the win after the 
Rattlers retook the lead in the top of the eighth.  
 

THE RULES OF EIGHT:  Matt Wood singled off the first 
base bag with one out in the top of the eighth inning to 
extend his hitting streak to eight games.  Wood is 11-
for-32 during the streak and has matched Eric Brown Jr 
for the longest hitting streak on the team this season.  
Wood is hitting .300 in 23 games as a Timber Rattler 
since his call up from Carolina.

ABOUT GREAT LAKES:  The Great Lakes Loons came 
into existence in 2007 after the Midwest League team left 
Battle Creek, Michigan at the end of the 2006 season.  
The team in Battle Creek had been known as the Michigan 
Battle Cats, Battle Creek Yankees, and the Southwest 
Michigan Devil Rays.  The Loons have been affiliated with 
the Los Angeles Dodgers since 2007.  They made the 
Midwest League playoffs seven times between 2007 and 
2019 and again in 2022.  The Loons won the Midwest 
League title in 2016.  Notable Great Lakes alumni include 
Clayton Kershaw, Kenley Jansen, Nathan Eovaldi, Joc 
Peterson, Julio Urias, Walker Buehler, and Gavin Lux. 
 

ABOUT THE DODGERS:  The Los Angeles Dodgers were 
only in the Midwest League for a few seasons prior to 
affiliating with the Loons.  They were in Dubuque in 1967 
and in Clinton from 1977 to 1979.  Orel Hershiser and 
Steve Sax were notable Dodgers to play in Clinton. 
 

PROSPECTING IN THE SERIES: MLB Pipeline places 
five  active Rattlers on their list of Brewers Top 30 
Prospects: Jacob Misiorowski (#4), Eric Brown Jr (#6), 
Robert Moore (#8), Eduardo García (#19), and Matthew 
Wood (#24).  Hendry Mendez (#13) and Joseph 
Hernandez (#25) are currently on Wisconsin’s IL.  MLB 
Pipeline has seven Great Lakes players on their list of Top 
30 Dodgers prospects:  Dalton Rushing (#7), Yeiner 
Fernandez (#14), Maddux Bruns (#15), Ronan Kopp (#19), 
Damon Keith (#24), Alex Freeland (#25), and Justin

WISCONSIN SCHEDULED STARTING PITCHER: 
 

RHP EDWIN JIMENEZ:  Milwaukee signed Jimenez as an International 
Free Agent out of Venezuela on October 11, 2018. 
 

HEADING TO THE CO-OP: Jimenez was assigned to the Dominican 
Summer League Co-op team shared between Milwaukee and Cleveland for 
the 2019 season.  Jimenez was 1-5 with a 3.05 ERA in twelve games – eight 
starts.  He walked 26 and struck out 32 over 41-1/3 innings in his first 
professional season. 
 

FROM THE ISLAND TO THE DESERT: Jimenez started the 2021 season 
with Milwaukee’s number two affiliate in the Dominican Summer League.  He 
was assigned to the Brewers Blue affiliate in the Arizona Complex League 
on August 7, 2021.  Jimenez went 1-1 with a 1.72 ERA in five games – four 
starts – in the DSL and 0-4 with a save and a 5.25 ERA in the ACL.  He 
walked twelve and struck out 48 over 39-2/3 innings combined between his 
two stops in the system that season. 
 

CAROLINA ON MY MIND: Jimenez was 4-7 in 25 games – seventeen starts 
– with the Carolina Mudcats in 2022.  He had a 4.75 ERA, walked 41, and 
struck out 104 over 113-2/3 innings pitched in the Carolina League last 
season.  Jimenez started the 2023 season with Carolina and went 2-0 in four 
games – one start – with five walks and 23 strikeouts over eighteen innings 
before his promotion to Wisconsin on May 2.  
 

LAST START:  Jimenez had a no decision against West Michigan on June 6 
in game one of this series.  He allowed two runs on seven hits with two 
walks and two strikeouts over five innings. 
 

VS. GREAT LAKES: Jimenez had never faced the Loons prior to this 
afternoon.  Today is also the first time he pitched against an affiliate of the 
Los Angels Dodgers.

GREAT LAKES SCHEDULED STARTING PITCHER: 
 

RHP HYUN-IL CHOI: The Dodgers signed Choi as an International Free 
Agent out of the South Korea on August 24, 2018.  He is rated as the 
#26 prospect in the Dodgers system by MLB Pipeline. 
 

STRIKING DEBUT: Choi began his professional career with the Dodgers 
Mota affiliate in the Arizona League in 2019.  He led the league in 
strikeouts with 71 in 65 innings pitched. 
 

NUMBERS GAME: Choi was 5-1 with a 2.63ERA in 14 games – 11 
starts – and walked just eleven in the AZL in 2019.  
 

QUAKING: Choi started the 2021 season with the Rancho Cucamonga 
Quakes in the Low-A West.  He was 8-3 with a 3.17 ERA in 15 games – 
two starts.  Choi had 75 strikeouts and seven walks over 65-1/3 innings 
with Rancho Cucamonga before joining the Loons in August and 
finishing the season 0-3 with a 4.17 ERA in nine starts for the Loons.
