Bitonti hit a solo homer in the sixth inning for Wisconsin.  
The Loons added an unearned run in the top of the 
eighth. 
 

OPPORTUNITY KNOCKED:  In the first five innings, 
Wisconsin stranded seven runners and were 0-for-8 
with runners in scoring position.  The Rattlers had 
runners at second and third with no outs in the first, a 
runner at third with no outs in the third, and the bases 
loaded with two outs in the fifth. 
 

STAY HOT:  Josiah Ragsdale went 3-for-4 with a stolen 
base for the Rattlers last night.  He is on a ten-game 
hitting streak (16-for-39, .410).  Ragsdale is also on his 
second 20-game on-base streak of the season.  His first 
on-base streak of that length was from April 15 through 
May 10.  Ragsdale’s current 20-game on-base strength 
started on May 14.  In his last twenty games, he is 28-
for-72 (.389) with sixteen walks for an OBP of .500.   
 

OH!...JUST ONE MORE THING:  Ragsdale has fifteen 
multi-hit games this season.  Last night was his fourth 
three-hit game of 2026.

ABOUT GREAT LAKES:  The Great Lakes Loons came 
into existence in 2007 after the Midwest League team left 
Battle Creek, Michigan at the end of the 2006 season.  The 
team in Battle Creek had been known as the Michigan 
Battle Cats, Battle Creek Yankees, and the Southwest 
Michigan Devil Rays.  The Loons have been affiliated with 
the Los Angeles Dodgers since 2007.  They have made 
the Midwest League playoffs nine times since 2007.  The 
Loons won the Midwest League title in 2016 and lost to 
Cedar Rapids in the Midwest League Championship 
Series in 2023.  Notable Great Lakes alumni include 
Clayton Kershaw, Kenley Jansen, Nathan Eovaldi, Joc 
Peterson, Julio Urias, Walker Buehler, Will Smith, and 
Gavin Lux.  Jair Fernandez, who played in 52 games with 
the Timber Rattlers in 2007, is in his third season as the 
manager of the Loons. 
 

ABOUT THE DODGERS:  The Los Angeles Dodgers were 
only in the Midwest League for a few seasons prior to 
affiliating with the Loons.  They were in Dubuque in 1967 
and in Clinton from 1977 to 1979.  Orel Hershiser and 
Steve Sax were notable Dodgers to play in Clinton.

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WISCONSIN STARTING PITCHER: 
 

RHP JAYDEN DUBANEWICZ:  The Milwaukee Brewers selected 
Dubanewicz in the sixteenth round of the 2024 draft out of Stoneman 
Douglas High School in Parkland, Florida. 
 

LATER, GATORS:  Dubanewicz signed with Milwaukee over a college 
commitment to the University of Florida. 
 

FROM THE DESERT TO CAROLINA:  Dubanewicz made his professional 
debut with the ACL Brewers in 2025.  He made five appearances – four 
starts (3-0, 2.66 ERA) in the ACL before a promotion to Carolina on June 9, 
2025.  He appeared in fourteen games – seven starts – for the Mudcats and 
was 5-4 with a 2.30 ERA.  Dubanewicz struck out 64 in 82-1/3 innings on his 
two stops in the Brewers system last year. 
 

PRE-WISCONSIN 2026:  Dubanewicz made two appearances in the ACL 
and moved to Wilson in the Carolina League on May 9.  He was 1-0 with a 
2.25 ERA in five games – four starts – with the Warbirds.  Dubanewicz 
walked nine and struck out 21 in sixteen innings in the Carolina League 
before his transfer to Wisconsin on June 9. 
 

CHECK THE RATINGS:  MLB Pipeline rates Dubanewicz at #24 and 
Baseball America has him at #29 on their respective Brewers Prospect List. 
 

LAST START:  Dubanewicz had a no decision against Salem in a Carolina 
League game on June 7.  He allowed three unearned runs on one hit with 
two walks and four strikeouts over two innings. 
 

VS. GREAT LAKES: Dubanewicz has never faced the Loons prior to this 
afternoon.  Today is also the first time he will pitch against an affiliate of the 
Los Angeles Dodgers.

LHP STERLING PATICK: The Dodgers selected Patick in the 
eighteenth round of the 2023 draft out of South Hills High School in 
West Covina, California.  Patick is rated as the #22 prospect in the 
Dodgers organization by MLB Pipeline. 
 

THE ROAD BACK BEFORE IT BEGINS: Patick signed with the 
Dodgers over a commitment to UC-Santa Barbara in 2023.  He 
missed his first Spring Training in 2024 due to an illness that required 
hospitalization.  Patick started his pro career with the ACL Dodgers 
before a move to the California League with the Rancho Cucamonga 
Quakes.  He was 0-2 with a save and a 4.55 ERA in twelve games – 
eleven starts.  Patick struck out 31 in 31-2/3 innings in his first pro 
season. 
 

LAST YEAR: Patick returned to the California League to start 2025.  
He was 2-5 with a 4.01 ERA in 23 games – 19 starts – for the Quakes.  
Patick walked 37 and struck out 100 in 85-1/3 innings in the California 
League before his promotion to Great Lakes on August 28, 2025.  
Patick made two starts for the Loons last year with no record, two 
walks, and eight strikeouts over seven innings. 
 

LAST START: Patick lost to Lansing at home on June 7.  He allowed 
six runs on nine hits with a walk and no strikeouts over 4-1/3 innings. 
 

VS. WISCONSIN: Patick lost to the Rattlers at Dow Diamond on May 
19.  He allowed four runs on eight hits with two walks and six 
strikeouts over five innings.  Braylon Payne and Andrew Fischer 
homered for Wisconsin off Patick.
