ABOUT LAST NIGHT: The Wisconsin Timber Rattlers 
beat the Cedar Rapids Kernels 10-1 at Neuroscience 
Group Field.  Wande Torres allowed one run over six 
innings for the win.  Daniel Corniel tossed the final three 
innings for the save.  Josiah Ragsdale and Braylon 
Payne both homered as the Rattlers rallied from an 
early 1-0 deficit.  Wisconsin stole eight bases in the 
game with Luis Peña leading the way with four and Eric 
Bitonti adding three.  Payne’s home run was his 
fourteenth of the season. 
 

BEST START EVER!  The Timber Rattlers are 6-0 to 
start the second half of the season.  This is the best 
start to a half by Wisconsin in team history.  The 
Rattlers last won six in a row during the 2024 season 
from July 6 through 13.  The Rattlers haven’t had a 
seven-game winning streak since June 8-14, 2014. 
 

QUALITY IS JOB ONE:  Torres earned his second 
quality start of the season with his performance last 
night.  He gave up a two-out solo homer to Caden 
Kendle in the second inning for the only run he allowed 
last night. 
 

FIRST!  Corniel allowed one hit, walked none, and 
struck out three to close out the game and earn his first 
professional save. 
 

IN CONTROL:  Torres and Corniel didn’t walk a batter 
last night.  It was the second walk-free game of the 
series for the Rattlers pitchers.  The Rattlers have 
walked four in the first four games of the series. 
 

HE GETS ON BASE:  Ragsdale was 2-for-5 with two 
runs scored, and three RBI to extend his on-base streak 
to 30 games.  Ragsdale is 43-for-115 (.374) with 21 
walks, 34 runs scored, and an OPS of 1.043 during the 
streak.  He has tied Andrew Fischer for the longest on-
base streak by a Rattler this season. 
 

ALL THE WAY BACK:  Wisconsin is 18-17 at home 
this season.  The Rattlers above .500 at home for the 
first time since they were 4-3 April 19.

ABOUT CEDAR RAPIDS:  The current franchise began its 
existence in 1949 as the Cedar Rapids Rockets, an 
unaffiliated team in the Central Association.  They moved 
to the Three-I League as the Cedar Rapids Indians, an 
affiliate of Cleveland in 1950.  They were affiliated with the 
Milwaukee Braves from 1954 through 1962.  Cedar Rapids 
has been called the Braves, Red Raiders, Cardinals, 
Astros, Giants, and Reds until they became the Kernels in 
1993.  That was the same year the California Angels 
became the parent club of the Kernels.  That affiliation 
remained through the 2012 season.  Cedar Rapids has 
been affiliated with the Minnesota Twins since 2013.  The 
Kernels made the Midwest League playoffs every year 
they have been affiliated with the Twins from 2013 through 
2023, including a 2023 Midwest League Championship.  
That streak ended in 2024 when the Kernels missed the 
playoffs but started again in 2025 when they advanced to 
the Midwest League Championship Series.  Notable 
alumni include Mike Trout, Byron Buxton, and Milwaukee 
Brewers Pitching Coach Chris Hook.  Hall of Famers John 
McGraw (1891 Canaries), Lou Boudreau (1938 Raiders), 
Ted Simmons (1967 Cardinals), and Trevor Hoffman (1991 
Reds) played for earlier pro teams in Cedar Rapids. 
 

ABOUT THE TWINS:  Minnesota has a long history in the 
Midwest League.  They started out with Wisconsin Rapids 
(1964-1983) and moved to Kenosha  (1984-1992) and Fort 
Wayne (1993-1998) as the franchise moved.  Minnesota 
has also been with Quad Cities (1999-2004) and Beloit 
(2005-2012) before their current affiliation with Cedar 
Rapids Kernels started in 2013.

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WISCONSIN STARTING PITCHER: 
 

RHP JAYDEN DUBANEWICZ:  The Milwaukee Brewers selected 
Dubanewicz in the sixteenth round of the 2024 draft out of Stoneman 
Douglas High School in Parkland, Florida. 
 

LATER, GATORS:  Dubanewicz signed with Milwaukee over a college 
commitment to the University of Florida. 
 

FROM THE DESERT TO CAROLINA:  Dubanewicz made his professional 
debut with the ACL Brewers in 2025.  He made five appearances – four 
starts (3-0, 2.66 ERA) in the ACL before a promotion to Carolina on June 9, 
2025.  He appeared in fourteen games – seven starts – for the Mudcats and 
was 5-4 with a 2.30 ERA.  Dubanewicz struck out 64 in 82-1/3 innings on his 
two stops in the Brewers system last year. 
 

PRE-WISCONSIN 2026:  Dubanewicz made two appearances in the ACL 
and moved to Wilson in the Carolina League on May 9.  He was 1-0 with a 
2.25 ERA in five games – four starts – with the Warbirds.  Dubanewicz 
walked nine and struck out 21 in sixteen innings in the Carolina League 
before his transfer to Wisconsin on June 9. 
 

CHECK THE RATINGS:  MLB Pipeline rates Dubanewicz at #24 and 
Baseball America has him at #29 on their respective Brewers Prospect List. 
 

LAST START:  Dubanewicz won at Quad Cities on June 20.  He allowed a 
run on six hits with no walks and six strikeouts over five innings. 
 

VS. CEDAR RAPIDS: Dubanewicz has never faced the Kernels prior to this 
evening.  This is also his first appearance against an affiliate of the 
Minnesota Twins.

RHP ADRIAN BOHORQUEZ: The Minnesota Twins signed 
Bohorquez as an International Free Agent out of Venezuela on 
January 15, 2023. 
 

HOW DOES HE RATE?  Bohorquez is rated as the #13 prospect in 
the Twins system by MLB Pipeline.  Baseball America puts him at 
#17.  

 

CLIMBING THE LADDER:  Bohorquez began his pro career in the 
Dominican Summer League in 2023 and was 0-4 with a 5.25 ERA in 
eight games – six starts.  He split time between the Florida Complex 
League and the Florida State League in 2024 with a 2-3 record, a 3.23 
ERA, and 62 strikeouts over 53 innings pitched n sixteen games – 
twelve starts.  Bohorquez started 2025 with Fort Myers in the FSL and 
was 2-3 with 4.66 ERA in fourteen games – ten starts – before a 
promotion to Cedar Rapids in August. 
 

AS A KERNEL:  Bohorquez went 1-1 with a 3.52 ERA in five games – 
four starts – for the Kernels during the regular season.  He also made 
a brief start in the 2025 playoffs.  He started 2026 with the Kernels but 
went on the injured list on April 20. Bohorquez made three rehab 
starts in the FCL before returning to the Kernels on June 22. 
 

LAST START:  Bohorquez pitched two scoreless innings in a road 
start against the FCL Red Sox on June 20.  He walked one and struck 
out two over two hitless, scoreless innings. 
 

VS. WISCONSIN:  Bohorquez has never pitched against the 
Wisconsin Timber Rattlers prior to this evening.  Tonight is also the 
first time he will pitch against an affiliate of the Milwaukee Brewers.
