They 
became Low-A affiliate of the Detroit Tigers for the 1997 
season.  The Whitecaps have won six Midwest League 
Pennants – 1996, 1998, 2004, 2006, 2007, and 2015.  
Notable former Whitecaps include Nick Castellanos, Joel 
Zumaya, Fernando Rodney, Francisco Cordero, Brandon 
Inge, Cameron Maybin, Alex Avila, and Willy Adames. 
 

ABOUT THE TIGERS:  Detroit has been affiliated with the 
Whitecaps since 1997. The Tigers had just one other stint 
in the Midwest League prior to their current partnership.  
They were with the Clinton Pilots from 1971 through 1975.

WISCONSIN STARTING PITCHER: 
 

RHP CHANDLER WELCH:  The Milwaukee Brewers selected Welch in the 
sixth round of the 2024 draft out of Tulane University. 
 

CATCH A GREEN WAVE: Welch pitched three seasons at Tulane.  He was 
15-13 with three saves and a 5.42 ERA in 67 games – 29 starts in college.  
Welch had 204 strikeouts over 199-1/3 innings with Tulane. As a junior – his 
final season of college baseball, Welch was 7-4 with a 4.65 ERA.  In his final 
collegiate start, Welch was the starting pitcher for Tulane against Oregon 
State in the NCAA Regional at Corvallis on May 31, 2024.  He allowed six 
runs on seven hits with two walks and a strikeout over four innings against 
the Beavers. 
 

CHAMPIONS: Tulane won the AAC Conference Tournament in Welch’s 
sophomore and junior seasons.  
 

LET’S GET IT STARTED: Milwaukee assigned Welch to Carolina on 
September 8, 2024 and he made his pro debut for the Mudcats against 
Delmarva.  He was transferred to Wisconsin and made a relief appearance 
in the playoffs against Lake County. 
 

LAST START:  Welch had a no decision at Cedar Rapids on April 24.  He 
allowed four runs on eight hits with a walk and two strikeouts over five 
innings. 
 

VS. WEST MICHIGAN: Welch has never faced the Whitecaps prior to this 
evening.  Tonight is also the first time he will face an affiliate of the Detroit 
Tigers.

RHP CARLOS MARCANO: The Detroit Tigers signed Marcano as an 
International Free Agent out of Venezuela on January 25, 2021. 
 

DOMINICAN SUMMER: Marcano made his professional debut with 
Detroit’s affiliate in the Dominican Summer League in 2021.  He was 5-
6 with a save in eighteen games – one start.  Marcano had 41 
strikeouts and ten walks with a 5.25 ERA in 36 innings pitched. 
 

TWO SEASONS IN FLORIDA: Marcano spent 2022 and 2023 with the 
Lakeland Flying Tigers in the Florida State League.  In 2022, he was 3-
3 with two saves in 29 relief appearances.  In 2023, Marcano made 
eighteen starts out of his 22 appearances for Lakeland while going 4-5.  
In his two seasons in the Florida State League, Marcano had a 4.55 
ERA, 59 walks, and 119 strikeouts over 142-1/3 innings pitched. 
 

LAST SEASON: Marcano was 3-11 with a 3.86 ERA in 26 games – 23 
starts – for the Whitecaps in 2024.  He walked 36 and struck out 97 
over 112 innings pitched for West Michigan.
