ABOUT LAST NIGHT: The Cedar Rapids Kernels beat
the Wisconsin Timber Rattlers 4-1 at Neuroscience
Group Field in the season opener for both teams. The
Kernels scored an unearned run in the fourth, added a
run in the sixth and two more runs in the seventh to
build a 4-0 lead. Tayden Hall's two-out single in the
bottom of the ninth drove in Matt Wood to avoid the
shutout. The teams combined for 30 strikeouts.

MANY Ks: Manuel Rodriguez, last night’s starting
pitcher for the Timber Rattlers, struck out eleven over 4-
1/3 innings. He walked one. Rodriguez, who is
nineteen, became only the second teenager to pitch in
a game — and first teenager to be a starting pitcher — for
Wisconsin since the franchise moved up to the High-A
level at the start of the 2021 season. Jeison Pena
pitched in relief for Wisconsin in 2022.

NOT AS LONG OF A WAIT: The Timber Rattlers had
one pitcher reach eleven strikeouts in a game last
season.

UNCHARACTERISTIC: Wisconsin’s defense
committed four errors last night. The Rattlers, who
ranked second in the Midwest League in fielding
percentage in 2024, only committed four errors in a
game once last season. That happened on June 7,
2024 against Quad Cities at home.

HOME OPENER HISTORY: After last night, Wisconsin
in 20-10 in home openers since 1995. The Rattlers are
now 2-3 against the Kernels in home openers. The
temperature at first pitch last night was 46°. The
average temperature for Wisconsin home openers is
47.4°. The lowest documented temperature for a home
opener at Neuroscience Group Field is 37° from 2018.
The record high for a Timber Rattlers home opener was
all the way back in 2023 with a first pitch temperature of
76°.

ABOUT CEDAR RAPIDS: The current franchise began its
existence in 1949 as the Cedar Rapids Rockets, an
unaffiliated team in the Central Association. They moved
to the Three-I League as the Cedar Rapids Indians, an
affiliate of Cleveland in 1950. They were affiliated with the
Milwaukee Braves from 1954 through 1962. Cedar Rapids
has been called the Braves, Red Raiders, Cardinals,
Astros, Giants, and Reds until they became the Kernels in
1993. That was the same year the California Angels
became the parent club of the Kernels. That affiliation
remained through the 2012 season. Cedar Rapids has
been affiliated with the Minnesota Twins since 2013. The
Kernels made the Midwest League playoffs every year
they have been affiliated with the Twins from 2013 through
2023, including a 2023 Midwest League Championship.
That streak ended last year when the Kernels missed the
playoffs. Notable alumni include Mike Trout, Byron
Buxton, and Milwaukee Brewers Pitching Coach Chris
Hook. Hall of Famers John McGraw (1891 Canaries), Lou
Boudreau (1938 Raiders), Ted Simmons (1967 Cardinals),
and Trevor Hoffman (1991 Reds) played for earlier pro
teams in Cedar Rapids.

ABOUT THE TWINS: Minnesota has a long history of in
the Midwest League. They started out with Wisconsin
Rapids (1964-1983) and moved to Kenosha (1984-1992)
and to Fort Wayne (1993-1998) as the franchise moved.
Minnesota has also been with Quad Cities (1999-2004)
and Beloit (2005-2012) before their current affiliation with
Cedar Rapids Kernels started in 2013.
