South Bend had another seven-
run inning in the seventh.  The Cubs had 24 hits with 
twenty singles.  South Bend was 12-for-24 with runners 
in scoring position.  They also took advantage of 
fourteen walks and three hit batsmen by Wisconsin.   
 

LEADER IN THE CLUBHOUSE: Andrew Fischer 
homered in the sixth inning for his tenth of the season.  
He is the Midwest League leader in homers.  Braylon 
Payne hit his eighth homer yesterday.  He is in a three-
way tie for third in the league in home runs. 
 

THIS GUY: Kane Kepley had eight plate appearances 
for the Cubs on Sunday.  He was 4-for-7 with a walk, 
three runs, and five RBI.  Kepley is 14-for-25 (.560) with 
eight stolen bases, fourteen runs scored, and eleven 
RBI in the first five games of the series. 
 

A TALE OF TWO INNINGS: Priester allowed one hit 
and a walk in a scoreless first inning.  The first six Cubs 
reached base in the second on three singles, a hit 
batsman, and two bases-loaded walks.  Priester would 
leave the game after a strikeout and an RBI single. 
 

POSITION PLAYERS PITCHING: Luiyin Alastre had to 
enter the game in the seventh inning from the bench to 
get the final two outs.  Andrick Nava, who started the 
game at catcher for the Rattlers, pitched the eighth and 
ninth innings.

ABOUT SOUTH BEND:  The South Bend Cubs started as 
the South Bend White Sox when the Midwest League 
added them as an expansion team in 1988.  They changed 
their name to the Silver Hawks for the 1994 season and 
became an affiliate of the Arizona Diamondbacks in 1997.  
South Bend became an affiliate of the Chicago Cubs in 
2015.  South Bend has won Midwest League titles in 1989, 
1993, 2005, 2019, and 2022.  Notable alumni for the South 
Bend franchise include Mike Cameron, Jose Valverde, 
Chris Capuano, Mark Reynolds, Justin Upton, Wade Miley, 
Chase Anderson, Keon Broxton, Gleyber Torres, Ian 
Happ, Carlos Gonzalez, Pete Crow-Armstrong, and current 
Timber Rattlers manager Victor Estevez.  Terry Francona 
was the manager of the South Bend White Sox in 1992.   
 

ABOUT THE CUBS:  The Chicago Cubs had several 
different Midwest League affiliates before settling in South 
Bend in 2015.  They were affiliated with Quincy from 1965 
through 1973 before leaving the Midwest League.  The 
Cubs returned to the MWL for an affiliation with Quad 
Cities from 1979 through 1984, Peoria from 1985 through 
1994 and again from 2005 through 2012, Rockford from 
1995 through 1998, Lansing from 1999 through 2004, and 
Kane County in 2013 and 2014.

LHP WANDE TORRES:  The Milwaukee Brewers signed Torres as an 
International Free Agent on June 3, 2022. 
 

ALL-STAR SEASON: Torres made his professional debut with Milwaukee’s 
#1 affiliate in the Dominican Summer League.  He was 1-4 with a 3.79 ERA 
and struck out 45 over 40-1/3 innings in eleven starts.  Torres was a 
midseason All-Star and retired the only batter he faced in the DSL All-Star 
Game that year.  
 

STARTING OVER: Torres missed the entire 2023 season with an injury.  He 
returned to the mound in 2024 and was 1-0 with  1.72 ERA in eight games – 
seven starts in the DSL.  In his second stint in the DSL, Torres walked six 
and struck out 33 in 15-2/3 innings. 
 

CAROLINA: Torres went 1-10 with the Carolina Mudcats last season.  He 
had 85 strikeouts and an ERA of 4.81 in 86 innings. Torres tied for the 
Carolina League lead in starts with 23. 
 

LAST START:  Torres lost to the Cubs on May 12 in game one of this 
series.

RHP NAZIER MULÉ: The Cubs selected Mulé in the fourth round of 
the 2022 draft out of Passaic Tech in Wayne, New Jersey.  Mulé is 
rated as the #26 prospect in the Cubs organization by MLB Pipeline. 
 

THE ROAD BACK BEFORE IT BEGINS: Mulé underwent Tommy 
John Surgery in March, 2023 before he pitched an inning as a 
professional. 
 

2024: Mulé made his professional debut with the Arizona Complex 
League Cubs on May 4, 2024.  He was 0-1 with a 6.23 ERA in four 
games – three starts – before a promotion to Myrtle Beach on May 28, 
2024.  He finished the year with the Pelicans and was 1-1 with a 3.95 
ERA in thirteen starts. 
 

LAST YEAR: Mulé was 3-7 with a 5.79 ERA in fifteen starts at Myrtle 
Beach in 2025.  He had 44 walks and 60 strikeouts over 56 innings 
before his promotion to South Bend on August 19.  Mulé was 0-1 in 
three starts for the Cubs at the end of the year. 
 

LAST START: Mulé lost at Dayton on April 22.  He allowed two runs – 
one earned – on one hit and two walks in one inning.
