Wisconsin scored four runs in the bottom of the 
eighth to retake the lead.  Beloit scored twice in the top 
of the ninth and had the bases loaded before the 
Rattlers ended the game for their second straight win in 
the series.   
 

WANDE THE WONDERFUL:  Wande Torres pitched 
seven scoreless innings, allowed one hit, walked none, 
and struck out eight, but had a no decision.  Torres has 
three consecutive quality.  He has allowed two earned 
runs, walked one, and struck out 21 over twenty innings 
during his streak of quality starts. 
 

INTO THE LEAD:  The Rattlers took a 2-0 lead on three 
straight hits – doubles by Luis Peña and Eric Bitonti and 
a single by Marco Dinges – in the bottom of the fourth. 

 

BACK TO EVEN:  Beloit tied the game with three 
straight hits – a single by Colby Shade, a double by 
Esmil Valencia, and a two-run single by Wilson Weber – 
in the top of the eighth.

ABOUT BELOIT:  The Beloit Sky Carp changed their 
name from Snappers after the 2021 season.  This is 
Beloit’s fifth season as an affiliate of the Miami Marlins.  
Beloit started as the Beloit Brewers in 1982 as the Midwest 
League affiliate of Milwaukee.  They changed their name 
to the Beloit Snappers for the 1995 season.  The Snappers 
affiliation with Milwaukee ended after the 2004 season.  
They were affiliated with the Minnesota Twins (2005-2012) 
and the Oakland Athletics (2013-2019).  The Snappers 
played their final game at Pohlman Field on July 11, 2021 
and moved into ABC Supply Stadium on August 3, 2021.  
Angel Espada is in his second season as the manager of 
the Sky Carp.  Bill Hall, Prince Fielder, Rickie Weeks, 
Chris Bosio, Greg Vaughn, Joey Meyer, BJ Surhoff, Tim 
Dillard, Mitch Stetter, Matt Chapman, and Matt Olson 
played in Beloit. 
 

ABOUT THE MARLINS:  The Florida/Miami Marlins have 
lots of history in the Midwest League.  The Marlins’ first 
Low-A affiliate was the Kane County Cougars from 1993 
through 2002.  Josh Beckett, Adrian Gonzalez, Dontrelle 
Willis, Miguel Cabrera, and former Timber Rattlers 
manager Matt Erickson all played for the Cougars in that 
timespan   The Marlins returned to the Midwest League in 
in 2019 to affiliate with the Clinton LumberKings.  The 
Marlins landed in Beloit after MLB reset the affiliations for 
2021.

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WISCONSIN STARTING PITCHER: 
 

RHP JAYDEN DUBANEWICZ:  The Milwaukee Brewers selected 
Dubanewicz in the sixteenth round of the 2024 draft out of Stoneman 
Douglas High School in Parkland, Florida. 
 

LATER, GATORS:  Dubanewicz signed with Milwaukee over a college 
commitment to the University of Florida. 
 

FROM THE DESERT TO CAROLINA:  Dubanewicz made his professional 
debut with the ACL Brewers in 2025.  He made five appearances – four 
starts (3-0, 2.66 ERA) in the ACL before a promotion to Carolina on June 9, 
2025.  He appeared in fourteen games – seven starts – for the Mudcats and 
was 5-4 with a 2.30 ERA.  Dubanewicz struck out 64 in 82-1/3 innings on his 
two stops in the Brewers system last year. 
 

PRE-WISCONSIN 2026:  Dubanewicz made two appearances in the ACL 
and moved to Wilson in the Carolina League on May 9.  He was 1-0 with a 
2.25 ERA in five games – four starts – with the Warbirds.  Dubanewicz 
walked nine and struck out 21 in sixteen innings in the Carolina League 
before his transfer to Wisconsin on June 9. 
 

CHECK THE RATINGS:  MLB Pipeline rates Dubanewicz at #24 and 
Baseball America has him at #30 on their respective Brewers Prospect List. 
 

LAST START:  Dubanewicz lost at Peoria on July 4.  He allowed one run on 
six hits with two walks and five strikeouts over six innings.  The Rattlers lost 
the game 2-0. 
 

VS. BELOIT: Dubanewicz has never faced the Sky Carp prior to this 
evening.  This is also his first appearance against an affiliate of the Miami 
Marlins.

LHP JOEY VOLINI: The Miami Marlins selected Volini in the sixth 
round of the 2026 draft out of Florida State University. 
 

FLORIDA MAN:  Volini pitched two seasons at the University of South 
Florida (2022 and 2024 – he missed the 2023 season due to Tommy 
John Surgery).  He was mainly a reliever at USF with 28 appearances 
– three starts – and a 5-0 record.  Volini transferred to Florida State 
for the 2025 and was 8-5 with a 3.50 ERA in sixteen games – fifteen 
starts.  He also struck out 105 batters in 87-1/3 innings for the 
Seminoles. 
 

GET IT STARTED:  Volini signed with the Marlins on July 22, 2025 
and made his professional debut with the Jupiter Hammerheads of the 
Florida State League on August 12, 2025.   Miami promoted Volini to 
Beloit on August 19, 2025 after two brief scoreless appearances for 
Jupiter. 
 

THE MIDWESTERN: Volini had no record in four games – one start – 
for the Sky Carp at the end of the 2025 regular season. He allowed 
one walk and struck out fifteen over 10-1/3 innings.  Volini also 
pitched three scoreless, hitless innings with a walk and a strikeout as 
a reliever in Beloit’s Game One win over Cedar Rapids during the 
2025 Western Division Finals.  
 

LAST START: Volini had a no decision against South Bend at home 
on July 2.  He allowed five runs on six hits and three walks with four 
strikeouts over four innings. 
 

VS. WISCONSIN:  Volini made two relief appearances against the 
Timber Rattlers last season after his promotion to Beloit.  He made his 
Midwest League debut against the Rattlers on August 19 with two 
scoreless, hitless innings and four strikeouts.  Volini also pitched 1-1/3 
scoreless innings allowing a hit and a walk and striking out two on 
August 23.
