Joe
Gray Jr. drove in the winning run with a sacrifice fly in
the bottom of the tenth inning. Wisconsin rallied from
deficits of 1-0, 2-1, and 3-2 to snap a five-game losing
streak. Yesterday was Wisconsin’s first win in a game
decided by one run in 2023. It was also the first time
Beloit lost a game decided by one run this season.

ON ASSIGNMENT: Milwaukee Brewers reliever Gus
Varland made his second relief appearance for the
Timber Rattlers on his rehabilitation assignment
yesterday.

Gray stepped in with the bases loaded and one out
after Beloit elected to walk Alex Hall intentionally. Gray
hit the first pitch he saw in the tenth deep enough to left
to score Bello for the Rattlers first walkoff win of the
season.

CROSSING THE PLATE: Je’Von Ward scored three
runs on Saturday. He is the first Rattler to score three
runs in a game this season.

NOT CORNY AT ALL: Alexander Cornielle allowed
two runs on six hits and struck out seven over 5-1/3
innings pitched. Cornielle escaped a bases-loaded jam
in the top of the first inning with back-to-back strikeouts.
EVEN STEVEN: The Wisconsin and Beloit franchises
have met 452 times since 1995. Both teams have 226
wins. Today is the final meeting between the teams in
the first half. They won’t meet again until Beloit returns
to the Fox Cities July 4 through July 9.

ABOUT BELOIT: The Beloit Sky Carp changed their
name from Snappers after the 2021 season. This is
Beloit’s third season as an affiliate of the Miami Marlins.
Beloit started as the Beloit Brewers in 1982 as the Midwest
League affiliate of Milwaukee. They changed their name
to the Beloit Snappers for the 1995 season. The Snappers
affiliation with Milwaukee ended after the 2004 season.
They were affiliated with the Minnesota Twins (2005-2012)
and the Oakland Athletics (2013-2019) over their final
seasons in the Midwest League. The Snappers said
“Goodbye” to Pohiman Field on July 11, 2021 and moved
into ABC Supply Stadium on August 3, 2021. Billy
Gardner Jr is in his first season as the manager of the Sky
Carp.

ABOUT THE MARLINS: The Florida/Miami Marlins have
lots of history in the Midwest League. The Marlins’ first
Low-A affiliate was the Kane County Cougars from 1993
through 2002. Josh Beckett, Adrian Gonzalez, Dontrelle
Willis, Miguel Cabrera, and former Timber Rattlers
manager Matt Erickson all played for the Cougars in that
timespan The Marlins returned to the Midwest League in
in 2019 to affiliate with the Clinton LumberKings. The
Marlins landed in Beloit after MLB reset the affiliations for
2021.

FROM THE REPUBLIC: The Mariners originally signed Hernandez as an
International Free Agent out of the Dominican Republic on July 2, 2017.
