ABOUT GREAT LAKES:  The Great Lakes Loons came 
into existence in 2007 after the Midwest League team left 
Battle Creek, Michigan at the end of the 2006 season.  The 
team in Battle Creek had been known as the Michigan 
Battle Cats, Battle Creek Yankees, and the Southwest 
Michigan Devil Rays.  The Loons have been affiliated with 
the Los Angeles Dodgers since 2007.  They have made 
the Midwest League playoffs nine times since 2007.  The 
Loons won the Midwest League title in 2016 and lost to 
Cedar Rapids in the Midwest League Championship 
Series in 2023.  Notable Great Lakes alumni include 
Clayton Kershaw, Kenley Jansen, Nathan Eovaldi, Joc 
Peterson, Julio Urias, Walker Buehler, and Gavin Lux.  Jair 
Fernandez, who played in 52 games with the Timber 
Rattlers in 2007, is in his third season as the manager of 
the Loons. 
 

ABOUT THE DODGERS:  The Los Angeles Dodgers were 
only in the Midwest League for a few seasons prior to 
affiliating with the Loons.  They were in Dubuque in 1967 
and in Clinton from 1977 to 1979.  Orel Hershiser and 
Steve Sax were notable Dodgers to play in Clinton.

WISCONSIN STARTING PITCHER: 
 

LHP J.D. THOMPSON:  The Milwaukee Brewers selected Thompson in the 
second round of the 2025 draft out of Vanderbilt University. 
 

SAIL AWAY: Thompson pitched three seasons for the Commodores.  He 
was 13-7 with a 4.28 ERA in 43 games – 29 starts – and struck out 219 over 
164 innings.  Thompson made sixteen starts in his final season at Vanderbilt 
with a 6-5 record, a 4.00 ERA, and 122 strikeouts in 90 innings with just 
thirty walks.  
 

SUMMERS IN NEW ENGLAND: Thompson pitched for Newport in the New 
England Collegiate Baseball League in 2023 and for Bourne in the Cape 
Cod League in 2024. 
 

HOW DOES HE RATE? Thompson is currently rated at #14 in the Brewers 
system by MLB Pipeline.  The 2026 Baseball America Prospect Handbook 
had him at #19 before the season. 
 

LET’S GO! Thompson did not pitch professionally in the Brewers system 
after signing with Milwaukee.  His final collegiate appearance was a win 
against Wright State on May 30, 2025 in the Nashville Regional of the 2025 
NCAA Baseball Tournament.  He struck out twelve, walked one, and gave 
up three runs on five hits over eight innings.  Thompson made his pro debut 
as a starter for the Timber Rattlers on May 2, 2026. 
 

LAST START:  Thompson had a no decision against South Bend on May 
14.  He allowed two runs on two hits with two walks and five strikeouts over 
four innings. 
 

VS. GREAT LAKES: Thompson has never pitched against the Great Lakes 
Loons before tonight.  This evening is also his first appearance against an 
affiliate of the Los Angeles Dodgers.

San Luis Obispo. 
 

MUSTANG: Wright pitched two seasons at Cal Poly and was 11-4 
with a 3.54 ERA.  He was 9-3 with a 2.97 ERA and 101 strikeouts 
over 88 innings in fifteen starts in his final season of college baseball. 
 

GETTING STARTED: Wright didn’t pitch professionally in 2024 after 
signing with the Dodgers.  He made his professional debut with 
Rancho Cucamonga in the California League in 2025.  He was 0-1 
with a 3.20 ERA in nine starts.  Wright struck out 24 in 19-2/3 innings 
with the Quakes. 
 

DESERT DOG: Wright also pitched for Glendale in the Arizona Fall 
League in 2025.  He was 0-1 in five games – two starts – with thirteen 
walks and eleven strikeouts over 7-1/3 innings.  Wright allowed 
thirteen runs – twelve earned – on fourteen hits in the AFL. 
 

LAST START: Root earned the win against West Michigan at home 
on May 15.  He allowed one run on three hits with three walks and 
four strikeouts over five innings. 
 

VS. WISCONSIN: Wright has never pitched against the Timber 
Rattlers prior to this evening.  Tonight is also the first time he will pitch 
against an affiliate of the Milwaukee Brewers.
