ABOUT LAST NIGHT: The Quad Cities River Bandits 
beat the Wisconsin Timber Rattlers 9-3 at Modern 
Woodmen Park.  The Bandits broke a 3-3 tie with five 
runs in the bottom of the fourth inning.  Ramon Ramirez 
hit a pair of two-run home runs for the River Bandits.  
Braylon Payne drove in all three of Wisconsin’s runs. 
 

ANOTHER FAST START:  Wisconsin leadoff hitter 
Josiah Ragsdale has reached base and scored in the 
first inning in all three games of this series.  He walked 
and scored on Tuesday, homered on Wednesday, and 
singled to start the game on Thursday.  Payne drove in 
Ragsdale with a double for a 1-0 lead.  Ragsdale is 27-
for-75 (.360) in nineteen games at the #1 spot in the 
order with an OPS of .928.  When he is the first hitter of 
an inning, Ragsdale is 26-for-56 (.464) with ten walks, 
three homers, and an OPS of 1.238 
 

HE GETS ON BASE:  Ragsdale went 2-for-3 with a 
walk and two runs scored last night to extend his on-
base streak to 24 games.  Ragsdale is 32-for-87 (.368) 
with eighteen walks, 23 runs scored, and an OBP of 
.486 during the streak.  Ragsdale also had his 
seventeenth multi-hit game of the season with last 
night’s performance, the most by a Rattler this season. 
 

MULTI-BALL:  Braylon Payne was 2-for-4 with a 
double, a triple, and three RBI last night.  His two-out, 
two-run triple in the third inning tied the game 3-3.  
Payne has fourteen multi-hit games in 2026.   
 

A GOLD FOR THIRD:  Last night was the fourth time 
Payne has hit third in the lineup this season.  He is 8-
for-16 with two homers and ten RBI while batting third.

ABOUT QUAD CITIES:  The River Bandits are the 
Midwest League affiliate of the Kansas City Royals.  The 
current version of Davenport Professional Baseball club 
started in 1960 as the Midwest League affiliate of the 
Milwaukee Braves.  Quad Cities has affiliated with several 
MLB teams: The California Angels (1962-1978 and 1985-
1992), the Chicago Cubs (1979-1984), the Houston Astros 
(1993-1998 and 2013-2019), the Minnesota Twins (1999-
2004), and the St. Louis Cardinals (2005-2012).  The team 
became the Quad City River Bandits in 1992.  They 
changed their name to the Swing of the Quad Cities from 
2004 through 2007 before changing to Quad Cities River 
Bandits in 2008.  Quad Cities won Midwest League 
pennants in 1968, 1971, 1979, 1990, 2011, 2013, and 
2017.  They were the High-A Central League champions in 
2021.  Notable alumni of Quad Cities: Carlos Correa, Joe 
Mauer, Josh Hader, Billy Wagner, Shawon Dunston, Justin 
Morneau, and Brett Phillips.   
 

ABOUT THE ROYALS:  The Kansas City Royals have 
been Quad Cities’ parent club since 2021.  They left the 
Midwest league and an affiliation with Kane County at the 
end of the 2012 season.  The Royals had previously been 
in the Midwest League with Waterloo (1969-1976), 
Appleton (1987-1992), Rockford (1993-94), Springfield 
(1995), Lansing (1996-1998), Burlington (2001-2010), and 
Kane County (2011-2012).

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WISCONSIN STARTING PITCHER: 
 

RHP JASON WOODWARD:  The Milwaukee Brewers selected Woodward 
in the fourth round of the 2023 draft out of Florida Gulf Coast University. 
 

FROM THE COAST: Woodward pitched three seasons at FGCU.  He was 
11-6 with a 3.68 ERA and 139 strikeouts over 127-1/3 innings in 34 games – 
twenty starts.  His junior season ended after three starts due to an injury that 
required Tommy John Surgery before the draft. 
 

THAT SCHOOL SEEMS FAMILIAR: Former Timber Rattlers who played at 
Florida Gulf Coast University are Jacob Barnes and Jordan Desguin. 
 

STARTING AND STOPPING: Woodward made his professional debut in a 
start against the ACL Dodgers on June 27, 2024.  He made four starts in the 
ACL before a promotion to Carolina in August where he made three more 
starts for the Mudcats before an injury that required a second Tommy John 
Surgery and missing the entire 2025 season. 
 

LAST START:  Woodward lost to Great Lakes at home on June 13.  He 
allowed one run on five hits with a walk and four strikeouts over 3-2/3 
innings. 
 

VS. QUAD CITIES: Woodward has no record in two games – one start – 
against the River Bandits this season.  He has allowed two runs on three hits 
with no walks and four strikeouts over three innings.  Asbel Gonzalez hit a 
solo homer off Woodward at Neuroscience Group Field on May 3.

RHP KENDRY CHOURIO: The Kansas City Royals signed Chourio 
as an International Free Agent out of Venezuela on January 17, 2025.  

 

HOW DOES HE RATE?  Baseball America has Chourio as the #1 
prospect in the Royals system.  MLB Pipeline puts Chourio at #2. 
 

BEFORE QC: Chourio made his pro debut with the DSL Royals 
Ventura affiliate in 2025 and was 1-0 with a 2.04 ERA in five games – 
one start.  He moved to the ACL Royals on July 7, 2025 and had no 
record with a 2.45 ERA in three starts before a promotion to the 
Columbia Fireflies, the Carolina League affiliate of Kansas City.  He 
was 1-3 with a 5.16 ERA in six starts at that level before the end of the 
regular season.  Chourio made two playoff starts for Columbia and 
was 1-1 with a win over Myrtle Beach and a loss to Hill City in the 
2025 postseason.  He returned to the Carolina League to start 2026 
and was 4-0 with a 1.88 ERA in eleven starts.  He had walked nine 
and struck out 44 in 48 innings with the Fireflies this season before a 
promotion to Quad Cities on June 15. 
 

LAST START: Chourio beat Delmarva at home on June 13.  He 
allowed two runs on four hit with a walk and four strikeouts over six 
innings. 
 

VS. WISCONSIN:  Chourio has never pitched against the Timber 
Rattlers prior to this evening.  Tonight is also the first time he will face 
an affiliate of the Milwaukee Brewers.
