ABOUT LAST NIGHT: The Wisconsin Timber Rattlers 
beat the Cedar Rapids Kernels 8-4 at Neuroscience 
Group Field.  Eric Bitonti broke a 4-4 tie with a two-out, 
walkoff grand slam in the bottom of the ninth inning.  
Wisconsin won five of the six games in the series with 
the Kernels.  The Rattlers trailed 4-3 after Graham 
Brown hit a two-run home run in the top of the sixth 
inning.  Daniel Dickinson tied the game with an RBI 
double to score Bitonti in the bottom of the eighth. 
 

HISTORY LESSON:  Bitonti’s walkoff grand slam was 
the fourth in Timber Rattlers history.  The previous three 
walkoff slams were: 
Juan Silvestre vs. Lansing: 09/11/1999 
Gorky Estrella vs. South Bend: 06/26/2000 
Ariel Durango vs. Lansing: 07/12/2001 
 

HE GETS ON BASE:  Josiah Ragsdale was 2-for-3 with 
home run, a double, a walk, two runs scored, and an 
RBI on Sunday to extend his on-base streak to 32 
games, the longest by a Timber Rattler player this 
season.  Ragsdale is 46-for-121 (.380) with twelve 
doubles, a triple, four homers, seventeen RBI, and 37 
runs scored during the streak.  He has also walked 24 
times and stolen ten bases in those 32 games with a 
1.088 OPS. 
 

GET OUT OF HERE!  Ragsdale’s home run was a 
lead-off homer in the first inning against Minnesota 
Twins Bailey Ober, who was rehabbing with the Kernels 
on Sunday.  It was Ragsdale’s second lead-off homer of 
the season…and last with the Timber Rattlers.  
Ragsdale was promoted to Biloxi, Milwaukee’s 
Southern League affiliate earlier today. 
 

WE’RE GOING STREAKIN’:  Braylon Payne was 2-for-
5 on Sunday to move his hitting streak to eleven 
games.  He is 18-for-47 (.383) during the streak, which 
is tied with Luis Peña for the longest hitting streak by a 
Rattler this season.  Eric Bitonti was also 2-for-5 on 
Sunday to move his own hitting streak to eight games. 
He is 17-for-36 (.472) during the streak.

ABOUT PEORIA:  The Peoria Chiefs were in the Three-I 
League from 1953-1958 before the team folded.  They 
were a St. Louis Cardinals affiliate from 1953-1957 and a 
New York Yankees affiliate in 1958.  The Chiefs re-entered 
organized baseball when the Danville franchise moved to 
Peoria after the 1982 season.  They were named the 
Peoria Suns and were affiliated with the California Angels 
for 1983 and 1984 with a change to the Chiefs nickname 
for 1984 followed by an affiliation switch to the Chicago 
Cubs for the 1985 season.  Peoria became the Cardinals 
Midwest League affiliate for the first time in 1995, switched 
back to the Cubs in 2005, and went back to the Cardinals 
in 2013.  The Chiefs won a Midwest League title in 2002. 
They made the Midwest League Championship Series in 
2018 but lost to Bowling Green.  Notable former Chiefs 
include Greg Maddux, Mark Grace, Albert Pujols, Yadier 
Molina, Nolan Gorman, and Victor Scott II. 
 

ABOUT THE CARDINALS:  St. Louis had several different 
Midwest League affiliates before settling back in Peoria in 
2013.  They were in Cedar Rapids from 1965-1972 before 
leaving the league until returning to the league to affiliate 
with the Springfield, Illinois team from 1982 through 1993.  
St. Louis spent one year with the Madison Hatters before 
their first affiliation with Peoria from 1995 through 2004.  
The Cardinals left Peoria for Quad Cities from 2005 
through 2012.

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WISCONSIN STARTING PITCHER: 
 

RHP JOSH KNOTH:  The Milwaukee Brewers selected Knoth in 
Competitive Balance Round-A of the 2023 draft out of Patchogue-Medford 
(NY) High School with the 33rd overall pick. 
 

GLORY DAYS: Knoth broke a pair of season pitching records held by 
Marcus Strowman at Patchogue-Medford High School.  Strowman had an 
ERA of 0.25 and 106 strikeouts in 2009.  Knoth had 107 strikeouts in 2022.  
In 2023, Knoth had an ERA of 0.17 and 109 strikeouts.  
 

GOING PRO: Knoth signed with the Brewers over a commitment to the 
University of Mississippi. He did not pitch professionally in 2023.  Knoth was 
4-6 with a 4.48 ERA in 21 starts for the Carolina Mudcats in 2024.  He struck 
out 96 in 84-1/3 innings.  Knoth missed the 2025 season with an injury. 
 

HOW DOES HE RATE? Knoth is currently rated at #22 in the Brewers 
system by MLB Pipeline.  Baseball America has him at #27 after their latest 
update. 
 

STARTING OVER: Knoth began this season with the ACL Brewers.  He had 
no record in three starts with eight strikeouts over six innings in the Arizona 
Complex League before joining the Rattlers on May 21. 
 

LAST START:  Knoth was the winning pitcher against Cedar Rapids at 
home on June 24.  He allowed a run on four hits over five innings.  Knoth 
walked none and struck out two. 
 

VS. PEORIA: Knoth had a no decision against Peoria at home on May 28.  
He allowed two unearned runs on one hit with a hit batsman, two walks, and 
three strikeouts over three innings.

RHP BLAKE AITA: The St. Louis Cardinals acquired Aita in a trade 
with the Boston Red Sox on December 22, 2025.  St. Louis sent 
Willson Contreras to Boston for Aita, Yhoiker Fajardo, and Hunter 
Dobbins. 
 

ORIGIN STORY:  Boston drafted Aita in the sixth round of the 2024 
draft out of Kennesaw State University.  He was 9-7 in 33 
appearances – sixteen starts – in two seasons of college baseball.  
Aita had 122 strikeouts in 121-1/3 innings at Kennesaw State.  

 

LAST YEAR:  Aita made his professional debut with the Salem Red 
Sox of the Carolina League in 2025.  He went 2-3 with a 4.24 ERA in 
ten games – nine starts – before a promotion to the Greenville Drive 
of the South Atlantic League on June 10, 2025.  He went 3-4 with a 
3.78 ERA for Greenville before the trade.  Aita had 99 strikeouts in 
115-1/3 innings in the Boston system last year. 
 

LAST START: Aita had a no decision at Beloit on June 23.  He 
allowed a run on five hits with a walk and six strikeouts over 5-2/3 
innings. 
 

VS. WISCONSIN:  Aita has no record in three starts – April 18, May 6, 
and May 31 –against Wisconsin this season.  He has allowed six runs 
– five earned – on nine hits with nine walks and fifteen strikeouts over 
10-2/3 innings.  Josh Adamczewski homered off Aita in the game on 
April 18.  Luis Castillo hit a home run against Aita on May 31.
