ABOUTYESTERDAY: D) Stewart smacked a grand slam in the third inning of Wednesday afternoon’s contest to apen the scoring and provide the Indianapolis Indians with a lead they did not relinquish
as theytook down the Columbus Clippers 4-3 at Victory Field. The bases-clearing homer came with two outs in the third and brought Stewart's two-out RBI total on the season to seven, which leads all
Indians hitters. Columbus cut the deficit to one as they tagged Braxton Ashcraft for three runs between the fourth and fifth innings but were held to only three hits by Indy’s bullpen across the final five
frames. Drake Fellows dazzled in relief of Ashcraft, tossing 3.0 hitless and scoreless innings while striking out three before handing the ball over to Ryder Ryan and Eddy Yean.

STEW'S SLAM: DJ Stewart smacked a two-out grand slam in the third inning to plate all four of the Indians runs in yesterday's win. Stewart crushed a 1-1 changeup 413 feet at 105.6 mph to center
field to put the Indians ahead, 4-0. [t marked Stewart's first grand slam since May 8, 2019, with Norfolk at Worcester. ft was Indy's second of the season, joining fellow left-handed bat Darick Hall's
first-inning slam on April 29 at Omaha.

APRIL PLAYER OF THE MONTH: The Indianapolis Indians today named outfielder Nick Solak as their April Player of the Month after he led the team in batting average, hits, total bases, home runs,
RBI, on-base percentage, slugging percentage and OPS across 20 games. Solak hit.394 (28-for-71) with 16 runs, two doubles, five home runs, 14 RBI, six walks, three stolen bases and a 1.070 OPS in
April. In addition to his team-leading marks, he ranked among Intemational League qualifiers in batting average (2nd), OPS (4th), slugging percentage (5th, .634), hits (T-6th) and on-base percentage
(7th, 436). His batting average is the highest by an Indians batter in a single month since Gregory Polanco hit .400 in April 2014. The outfielder reached base safely in 19 of 20 games during April,
highlighted by a team best 13-game hitting streak from April 3-23. During his hitting streak, which is tied for the third-longest among IL hitters this season, Solak hit 400 (20-for-50) with 11 runs,

two doubles, three home runs, 11 RBI, four walks, three stolen bases and a 1.056 OPS. He also struck out just seven times across 55 plate appearances. Solak has appeared in 26 total games with
Indianapolis this season, hitting .364 (32-for-88) with 19 runs, four doubles, one triple, five home runs, 11 walks, four stolen bases and a 1.038 OPS. To date, he ranks third among IL leaders in batting
average and fifth in on-base percentage (436), slugging percentage (602) and OPS.

APRILPITCHER OF THE MONTH: Bubba Chandler will be recognized pre-game for his International League April Pitcher of the Month award. Minor League Baseball announced Chandler as their
monthly award winner on Monday after he led all minor league pitchers with at least 20.0 innings in fewest hits allowed (seven) and batting average against (.106, 7-for-66). He is the first Indianapolis
Indians pitcher to win a league monthly award since Zach Duke in May 2005. Chandler went 1-Owith a 1.33 ERA (3er/20.1ip), 27 strikeouts and a 0.64 WHIP across five starts in the month. In addition
to his minor league leading marks, he led IL pitchers with at least 20.0 innings in WHIP and finished third in ERA. In 14 career starts with Indianapolis, he is 6-1 with a 2.00 ERA (15er/67.1ip) and 95
strikeouts. Chandler has thrown 17 pitches at 100.0 mph or higher this season, including four of those in Wednesday's performance, with his fastball topping out at 101.5 on April 13 at Louisville. He is
oneof just seven starting pitchers in MiLB to hit triple-digits this season, with his 11 pitches thrown at least 100.3 MPH marking the fastest pitches thrown by a starting pitcher in High-A or above.

YEAN SHORTS: Eddy Yean picked up his third save of the season yesterday, escaping a bases-loaded jam with two outs in the ninth inning to seal the Indians 4-3 win. With the shutout frame, Yean
extended his scoreless outing streak to eight games. It is the longest run by an Indy player this season and tied for the sixth longest active run in the International League. He also escaped a bases
loaded jam with 1.1 scoreless innings on Tuesday. In this span, he has blanked opponents across 10.1 innings with nine hits, six walks, eight strikeouts and three saves. This, opposed to allowing four
runs, five hits, five walks and just one strikeout in his first 2.1 innings this season.

BAEWATCH: Ji Hwan Bae extended his on-base streak to 19 games yesterday, while his nine-game hitting streak ended, going 0-for-3 with one walk. It is the longest on-base streak by an Indian this
season and is tied for the sixth longest active streak in the International League. He s hitting .273 (21-for-77) with six doubles, five RBI, nine walks, 19 runs and six stolen bases in this span. Since
making his season debut with Indy on April 8, Bae's 22 runs scored rank second in the International League behind Lehigh Valley's Otto Kemp (24r). In addition to the nine-game hitting streak, Bae has
recorded a knockin 12 of his past 14 and 15 of the 19 games in his active on-base streak. He has scored one-plus runin 13 of the 19 games and one-plus walk in eight of those games. Bae scored a
career-high tying four runs on April 17 vs. Toledo (3x, MR: 9/11/22 at OMA). He tallied a stolen base in four straight games from April 17-22, marking his first time stringing four straight games with a
steal since July 8-14, 2021, with Altoona. The four consecutive games with a steal are tied for the longest streak by an Intemational League player this season.

PAIR 0' PIRATES: First baseman Spencer Horwitz and right-handed pitcher Dauri Moreta had their rehab assignments transferred to Indianapolis on Tuesday. Horwitz was placed on the 10-day
injured list on March 27, retroactive to March 24, after undergoing right wrist surgery on Feb. 12. Moreta was placed on the 60-day injured list on Feb. 16 after undergoing Tommy John surgery and
being sidelined for the entire 2024 season. Nearly 14 months after his last professional appearance, the right-hander began a rehab assignment with High-A Bradenton on April 29 and tossed 2.0
scoreless innings in two games. Horwitz went 0-for-4 on Wednesday. On Tuesday, he went 2-for-4 with one double and one run. Moreta tossed a scoreless sixth inning on Tuesday with one walk,
striking out the side.

TONIGHT'S MATCHUP: The Indianapolis Indians continue this week's six-game series against the Columbus Clippers tonight at 7:05 PM. Pirates No. 5 prospect and Minor League Baseball's No. 100
overall farmhand, left-hander Hunter Barco, is set to make his Triple-A debut after being promoted from Aftoona to Indianapolis on Tuesday. Barco was awarded the 2025 Eastern League April Pitcher
of the Month Award after leading the league (min. 20ip) in ERA (0.00, 20.2ip) and batting average against (.132, 9-for-68), while ranking second in WHIP (0.63) and tied for fourth in strikeouts (30).
Barco did not allow a run in his six starts with Altoona, totaling 25.2 consecutive scoreless innings to begin the season, the longest scoreless streak in Curve history. Opposite Barca is Clippers right-
hander Vince Velasquez. Velasquez owns a 0-0 record and 6.00 ERA (10er/15.0ip) in four starts on the season. He is set to make his first career appearance against Indianapolis.

ONTHIS DATE IN 1963: Fritz Ackley threw 5.2 scoreless innings and Warren Hacker followed suit with 3.1 scoreless frames as the Indians blanked Jacksonville on the road, 6-0. Third baseman Don
Buford, who was the 1963 Team and International League MVP, went 3-for-5 with one RBI atop the lineup. Second baseman Ramon Conde finished 2-for-4 with a double and RBI, as well.
