in OBP (.492).

POWER SURGE: Wisconsin’s 26 home runs this month
are the most by the Rattlers in April in team history.
The 1996 team hit 22 homers.

WISCONSIN FIVE: Wisconsin has a pitcher go five
innings in all six games of the Fort Wayne series —
Travis Smith, Ethan Dorchies, Wande Torres, Bryce
Meccage, Braylon Owens, and Smith again. Smith’s
second five inning stint was on Sunday as a reliever,
and he allowed one hit but faced the minimum of fifteen
batters thanks to a double play.

A FEW NOTES: Wisconsin is 13-6 with three games
left in April. The Rattlers most wins in April are
seventeen in 1997. The 1997 Timber Rattlers also had
the best start through twenty games in team history with
a 15-5 record.
