ABOUT GREAT LAKES:  The Great Lakes Loons came 
into existence in 2007 after the Midwest League team left 
Battle Creek, Michigan at the end of the 2006 season.  
The team in Battle Creek had been known as the Michigan 
Battle Cats, Battle Creek Yankees, and the Southwest 
Michigan Devil Rays.  The Loons have been affiliated with 
the Los Angeles Dodgers since 2007.  They have made 
the Midwest League playoffs nine times since 2007.  The 
Loons won the Midwest League title in 2016 and lost to 
Cedar Rapids in the Midwest League Championship 
Series in 2023.  Notable Great Lakes alumni include 
Clayton Kershaw, Kenley Jansen, Nathan Eovaldi, Joc 
Peterson, Julio Urias, Walker Buehler, and Gavin Lux.  Jair 
Fernandez, who played in 52 games with the Timber 
Rattlers in 2007, is the manager of the Loons in 2024. 
 

ABOUT THE DODGERS:  The Los Angeles Dodgers were 
only in the Midwest League for a few seasons prior to 
affiliating with the Loons.  They were in Dubuque in 1967 
and in Clinton from 1977 to 1979.  Orel Hershiser and 
Steve Sax were notable Dodgers to play in Clinton.

Prospects: Luis Lara (#8), Luke Adams (#15), Dylan

RHP JARED KARROS: The Los Angeles Dodgers selected Karros in 
the sixteenth round of the 2022 draft out of UCLA. 
 

HEY….AREN’T YOU? Karros is the son of former Dodgers first 
baseman Eric Karros.  
 

WHAT’S BRUIN? Karros was 4-1 with a 3.51 ERA in eleven games – six 
starts – over the 2020 and 2021 seasons at UCLA.  He struck out 48 
over 41 innings in his two collegiate seasons. 
 

FROM THE RANCH TO THE LAKE: Karros began his pro career in 
2023 with the Rancho Cucamonga Quakes in the California League.  He 
was 3-4 with a 3.95 ERA in nineteen games – sixteen starts – for the 
Quakes.  Karros joined the Great Lakes Loons on August 30, 2023 and 
was 1-0 with a 0.69 ERA in three games – two starts – after the 
promotion. Karros also went 1-0 in two starts during the Loons 2023 
playoff run with a win over Fort Wayne on September 15 and a no 
decision at Cedar Rapids on September 20. 
 

LAST START: Karros beat Fort Wayne at Parkview Field on April 25.  
He allowed one hit, walked two, and struck out eight over five scoreless 
innings. 
 

VS. WISCONSIN:  Karros has never pitched against the Timber Rattlers 
prior to this evening.  This is also the first time he will pitch against an 
affiliate of the Milwaukee Brewers.

RHP PATRICIO AQUINO:  The Milwaukee Brewers signed Aquino as an 

International Free Agent out of Venezuela on January 15, 2021. 
 

LET’S GET IT STARTED: Aquino made his professional debut with the 
Brewers #1 affiliate in the Dominican Summer League in 2021.  He made 
eleven starts and was 1-2 with a 2.66 ERA and 54 strikeouts in 44 innings 
pitched. 
 

LET’S GO TO ARIZONA: Aquino was 2-1 with a 4.72 ERA in eight games – 
seven starts – for the Brewers Gold affiliate in the Arizona Complex League 
during the 2022 season.  He had 49 strikeouts over 34-1/3 innings pitched. 
 

ON TO CAROLINA: Aquino was 5-3 with a 2.75 ERA in 21 games – 19 
starts – with 86 strikeouts over 88-1/3 innings pitched during the 2023 
regular season. 
 

PLAYOFF CALL:  Aquino was the starting pitcher for the Mudcats in Game 
Two of the first round Carolina League playoff series against the Down East 
Wood Ducks.  He had a no decision with six scoreless innings.  The 
Mudcats would lose the game 6-5 in ten innings.
