ABOUT BELOIT:  The Beloit Snappers are in their first 
season as an affiliate of the Miami Marlins.  Beloit started 
as the Beloit Brewers in 1982 as the Midwest League 
affiliate of Milwaukee.  They changed their name to the 
Beloit Snappers for the 1995 season.  The Snappers 
affiliation with Milwaukee ended after the 2004 season.  
They were affiliated with the Minnesota Twins (2005-2012) 
and the Oakland Athletics (2013-2019) over their final 
seasons in the Midwest League.  The Snappers said 
“Goodbye” to Pohlman Field on July 11 and moved into 
ABC Supply Stadium on August 3.  Mike Jacobs is in his 
first season as the manager of the Snappers.  Jacobs 
managed the Clinton LumberKings in 2019, Clinton’s last 
year as an affiliate of the Marlins. 
 

ABOUT THE MARLINS:  The Florida/Miami Marlins had a 
history in the old Midwest League.  The Marlins’ first Low-
A affiliate was the Kane County Cougars from 1993 
through 2002.  Josh Beckett, Adrian Gonzalez, Dontrelle 
Willis, Miguel Cabrera, and current Timber Rattlers 
manager Matt Erickson all played for the Cougars in that 
timespan   The Marlins returned to the Midwest League in 
in 2019 to affiliate with the Clinton LumberKings and went 
78-61 to qualify for the playoffs.  They were swept by the 
South Bend Cubs in the 2019 MWL Championship Series.
