ABOUT PEORIA:  The Peoria Chiefs were in the Three-I 
League from 1953-1958 before the team folded.  They 
were a St. Louis Cardinals affiliate from 1953-1957 and a 
New York Yankees affiliate in 1958.  The Chiefs re-entered 
organized baseball when the Danville franchise moved to 
Peoria after the 1982 season.  They were named the 
Peoria Suns and were affiliated with the California Angels 
for 1983 and 1984 with a change to the Chiefs nickname 
for 1984 followed by an affiliation switch to the Chicago 
Cubs for the 1985 season.  Peoria became the Cardinals 
Midwest League affiliate for the first time in 1995, switched 
back to the Cubs in 2005, and went back to the Cardinals 
in 2013.  The Chiefs won a Midwest League title in 2002. 
They made the Midwest League Championship Series in 
2018 but lost to Bowling Green.  Notable former Chiefs 
include Greg Maddux, Mark Grace, Albert Pujols, Yadier 
Molina, Nolan Gorman, and Victor Scott II. 
 

ABOUT THE CARDINALS:  St. Louis had several different 
Midwest League affiliates before settling back in Peoria in 
2013.  They were in Cedar Rapids from 1965-1972 before 
leaving the league until returning to the league to affiliate 
with the Springfield, Illinois team from 1982 through 1993.  
St. Louis spent one year with the Madison Hatters before 
their first affiliation with Peoria from 1995 through 2004.  
The Cardinals left Peoria for Quad Cities from 2005 
through 2012.

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WISCONSIN STARTING PITCHER GAME ONE: 
 

LHP J.D. THOMPSON:  The Milwaukee Brewers selected Thompson in the 
second round of the 2025 draft out of Vanderbilt University. 
 

SAIL AWAY: Thompson pitched three seasons for the Commodores.  He 
was 13-7 with a 4.28 ERA in 43 games – 29 starts – and struck out 219 over 
164 innings.  Thompson made sixteen starts in his final season at Vanderbilt 
with a 6-5 record, a 4.00 ERA, and 122 strikeouts in 90 innings with just 
thirty walks.  
 

SUMMERS IN NEW ENGLAND: Thompson pitched for Newport in the New 
England Collegiate Baseball League in 2023 and for Bourne in the Cape 
Cod League in 2024. 
 

HOW DOES HE RATE? Thompson is currently rated at #14 in the Brewers 
system by MLB Pipeline.  The 2026 Baseball America Prospect Handbook 
had him at #19 before the season. 
 

LET’S GO! Thompson did not pitch professionally in the Brewers system 
after signing with Milwaukee.  His final collegiate appearance was a win 
against Wright State on May 30, 2025 in the Nashville Regional of the 2025 
NCAA Baseball Tournament.  He struck out twelve, walked one, and gave 
up three runs on five hits over eight innings.  Thompson made his pro debut 
as a starter for the Timber Rattlers on May 2, 2026. 
 

LAST START:  Thompson had a no decision at Great Lakes on May 21.  He 
allowed two runs on four hits with a walk and four strikeouts over 3-2/3 
innings. 
 

VS. PEORIA: Thompson had a no decision at Peoria on May 8 as the 
starting pitcher.  He allowed four runs on two hits with two walks and three 
strikeouts over two innings.  Jalin Flores hit a three-run home run in the first 
inning off Thompson in that start.

NICE HAT:  Van Dyke was 9-1 with eleven saves in two seasons at 
Stetson.  He was 7-0 with nine saves in the 2025 season.  Van Dyke 
had 105 strikeouts in 77 innings during with Stetson. 

 

SUMMERS ON THE COAST:  Van Dyke pitched for Bellingham in the 
West Coast League during 2024 and 2025. 
 

ON THE BEACH:  Van Dyke did not pitch professionally in 2025.  He 
began his pro career with the Palm Beach Cardinals this season and 
was 1-1 with a 1.64 ERA in seven starts before his promotion to the 
Chiefs on May 18. 
 

LAST START: Van Dyke lost to Cedar Rapids at home on May 20 in 
his Peoria debut.  He allowed three runs on four hits with three walks 
and two strikeouts over 3-2/3 innings. 
 

VS. WISCONSIN:  Van Dyke has never faced Wisconsin before 
today.  This is also his first appearance against an affiliate of the 
Milwaukee Brewers.

RHP BRAYLON OWENS:  The Milwaukee Brewers selected Owens in the 
tenth round of the 2025 draft out of the University of Texas-San Antonio. 
 

FOUR SEASONS AS A ROADRUNNER: Owens spent all four seasons of 
his college career at UTSA.  He was 14-7 with four saves and a 4.76 ERA in 
63 games – 22 starts – in college.  Owens had 196 strikeouts in 181-2/3 
innings at Texas-San Antonio.  
 

VICTORIAN AGE: Owens pitched three summers for the Victoria Generals 
of the Texas Collegiate League and went 10-1 with a 2.76 ERA in eighteen 
games – fourteen starts with the Generals. 
 

NO PRO: Owens did not pitch professionally after signing with the Brewers.  
He was 7-2 with three saves in 21 games – fourteen starts – as he helped 
the Roadrunners make the NCAA tournament and advance to a Super 
Regional against the UCLA Bruins in his final season. 
 

NAILED IT DOWN: Owens earned the save against Texas in the Austin 
Regional on May 31, 2025.  He allowed a run on a hit with seven strikeouts 
over the final four innings to lock down a 9-7 win over the Longhorns.  
Owens was named to the All-Regional Team for his performance. 
 

LAST START:  Owens had a no decision at Great Lakes on May 20.  He 
allowed two runs on four hits with two walks and seven strikeouts over five 
innings. 
 

VS. PEORIA: Owens has no record in two appearances – a relief outing on 
April 19 at home and a start at Peoria on May 7 – against the Chiefs this 
season.  He has allowed seven runs on ten hits and six walks with ten 
strikeouts over eight innings.

RHP NATE DOHM: The St. Louis Cardinals acquired Dohm in a trade 
with the New York Mets on July 30, 2025.  The Mets sent Dohm, 
Jesus Baez, and Frank Elissalt to the Cardinals for Ryan Helsley. 
 

ORIGIN STORY:  The Mets selected Dohm in the third round of the 
2024 draft out of Mississippi State University.  Dohm pitched for Ball 
State University in 2022 and transferred to Mississippi State to pitch in 
2023 and 2024.  He was 14-7 with a 3.93 ERA, four saves, and 142 
strikeouts over 112-1/3 innings in his three seasons of college. 

 

LAST YEAR:  Dohm started 2025 with St. Lucie in the Florida State 
League (2-3, 3.18 ERA), was transferred to Brooklyn in the South 
Atlantic League (1-2, 2.62 ERA) on May 12, and moved to Peoria (0-
2, 5.11) after the trade on July 30.  Dohm was 3-7 with a 3.24 ERA 
and 90 strikeouts over 75 innings with his three teams last year. 
 

LAST START: Dohm had a no decision at home against Cedar 
Rapids on May 21.  He allowed four runs on four hits with two walks 
and three strikeouts over three innings. 
 

VS. WISCONSIN:  Dohm is 0-1 in two starts – at Neuroscience Group 
Field on April 19 and at Dozer Park on May 8 – against the Timber 
Rattlers this season.  He has allowed eight runs on five hits with 
seven walks and four strikeouts in four innings versus Wisconsin in
