ABOUT GREAT LAKES:  The Great Lakes Loons came 
into existence in 2007 after the Midwest League team left 
Battle Creek, Michigan at the end of the 2006 season.  The 
team in Battle Creek had been known as the Michigan 
Battle Cats, Battle Creek Yankees, and the Southwest 
Michigan Devil Rays.  The Loons have been affiliated with 
the Los Angeles Dodgers since 2007.  They have made 
the Midwest League playoffs nine times since 2007.  The 
Loons won the Midwest League title in 2016 and lost to 
Cedar Rapids in the Midwest League Championship 
Series in 2023.  Notable Great Lakes alumni include 
Clayton Kershaw, Kenley Jansen, Nathan Eovaldi, Joc 
Peterson, Julio Urias, Walker Buehler, and Gavin Lux.  Jair 
Fernandez, who played in 52 games with the Timber 
Rattlers in 2007, is in his second season as the manager 
of the Loons. 
 

ABOUT THE DODGERS:  The Los Angeles Dodgers were 
only in the Midwest League for a few seasons prior to 
affiliating with the Loons.  They were in Dubuque in 1967 
and in Clinton from 1977 to 1979.  Orel Hershiser and 
Steve Sax were notable Dodgers to play in Clinton.

LHP ANTHONY FLORES:  The Milwaukee Brewers signed Flores as an 
International Free Agent out of Venezuela on June 4, 2022. 
 

ON AN ISLAND: Flores pitched the 2022 and 2023 season in the Dominican 
Summer League.  He combined to go 3-8 with a 4.42 ERA and 87 strikeouts 
over 79-1/3 innings in 22 games – eighteen starts. 
 

COMING TO AMERICA: Flores made twelve appearances in the Arizona 
Complex League and seven appearances with the Carolina Mudcats in 
2024.  He combined to go 5-4 with a 5.17 ERA and 85 strikeouts and 27 
walks over 69-2/3 innings. 
 

LAST START:  Flores had a no decision against Cedar Rapids at home on 
June 7.  He allowed an unearned run on four hits with a walk and seven 
strikeouts over 5-2/3 innings. 
 

VS. GREAT LAKES: Flores has never faced the Loons before this evening.

RHP PAYTON MARTIN: The Los Angeles Dodgers selected Martin in 
the seventeenth round of the 2022 draft out of West Forsyth High School 
in Clemmons, North Carolina.  Martin is rated as the #28 prospect in the 
Dodgers system by MLB Pipeline.  Baseball America ranks him as the 
#19 prospect in the Dodgers system. 
 

MAKING SOME CHANGES: Martin was a shortstop committed to East 
Carolina University when he was drafted by the Dodgers.  He elected to 
sign with Los Angeles and make a switch to pitching full time.  
 

HEADING TO THE RANCH: Martin did not pitch professionally in 2022.  
His debut season was with the Rancho Cucamonga Quakes, the 
California League affiliate of the Dodgers, in 2023.  He was 2-1 with a 
2.04 ERA in fourteen games – twelve starts.  Martin had fifteen walks 
and 48 strikeouts over 39-2/3 innings pitched.  
 

IN RERUNS: Martin missed the first month of the 2024 season before 
being activated on the Rancho Cucamonga roster on May 1.  He was 0-2 
with a 4.82 ERA in six starts for the Quakes before his promotion to 
Great Lakes on June 6.  He finished the season with the Loons and was 
3-4 with a 3.38 ERA and 32 strikeouts over 53-1/3 innings pitched.  
 

LAST START: Martin won at South Bend on June 7.  He allowed two 
hits with two walks and four strikeouts over 5-1/3 shutout innings.
