ABOUT LAST NIGHT: The Cedar Rapids Kernels beat
the Wisconsin Timber Rattlers 7-6 at Veterans Memorial
Stadium. Wisconsin hit four home runs in the game —
Braylon Payne, Andrew Fischer, Eric Bitonti, and Luis
Castillo all went deep for the Rattlers. Cedar Rapids
scored six of their seven runs with two outs — including
all four runs in the bottom of the fourth inning to take a
6-2 lead — on Saturday.

FAST START: Payne’s homer was a lead-off home run
to start the game. It was his second lead-off home run
of the season. Payne had not homered since May 16
against South Bend at home.

PUT IT IN CONTEXT: Fischer's home run was his
eighteenth of the season. He has hit the most homers
by a Rattler in a single season since the team moved to
the High-A classification in 2021. The all-time Timber
Rattlers record for homers in a season is 22 held by
Khris Davis (2010), Victor Roache (2013), and Clint
Coulter (2014). Only two other Rattlers in team history
have reached 20 homers in a season — Juan Silvestre
(21 in 1999) and Isan Diaz (20 in 2016).

HE GETS ON BASE: Fischer is on a 25-game on-base
streak with twelve homers, 26 walks, and a 1.295 OPS.
Fischer also extended his hitting streak to ten games.
He is 12-for-35 during this streak.

GETTING CLOSE: Bitonti’s homer was a three-run
shot in the top of the sixth inning to pull the Rattlers to
within 6-5. Bitonti has eight homers and 27 RBI this
season.

STATE OF THE RACE: The South Bend Cubs beat the
Quad Cities River Bandits last night. The Cubs are in
first place in the West Division (34-19) with a five-game
lead on the Wisconsin. The Cubs magic number over
the Timber Rattlers is nine. South Bend has ten games
remaining while Wisconsin has eleven games left in the
half.

ABOUT CEDAR RAPIDS: The current franchise began its
existence in 1949 as the Cedar Rapids Rockets, an
unaffiliated team in the Central Association. They moved
to the Three-| League as the Cedar Rapids Indians, an
affiliate of Cleveland in 1950. They were affiliated with the
Milwaukee Braves from 1954 through 1962. Cedar Rapids
has been called the Braves, Red Raiders, Cardinals,
Astros, Giants, and Reds until they became the Kernels in
1993. That was the same year the California Angels
became the parent club of the Kernels. That affiliation
remained through the 2012 season. Cedar Rapids has
been affiliated with the Minnesota Twins since 2013. The
Kernels made the Midwest League playoffs every year
they have been affiliated with the Twins from 2013 through
2023, including a 2023 Midwest League Championship.
That streak ended in 2024 when the Kernels missed the
playoffs but started again in 2025 when they advanced to
the Midwest League Championship Series. Notable
alumni include Mike Trout, Byron Buxton, and Milwaukee
Brewers Pitching Coach Chris Hook. Hall of Famers John
McGraw (1891 Canaries), Lou Boudreau (1938 Raiders),
Ted Simmons (1967 Cardinals), and Trevor Hoffman (1991
Reds) played for earlier pro teams in Cedar Rapids.
ABOUT THE TWINS: Minnesota has a long history in the
Midwest League. They started out with Wisconsin Rapids
(1964-1983) and moved to Kenosha (1984-1992) and Fort
Wayne (1993-1998) as the franchise moved. Minnesota
has also been with Quad Cities (1999-2004) and Beloit
(2005-2012) before their current affiliation with Cedar
Rapids Kernels started in 2013.

RHP TRAVIS SMITH: The Milwaukee Brewers selected Smith in the
fifteenth round of the 2024 draft out of the University of Kentucky.
WILDCAT: Smith pitched two seasons at Kentucky and was 7-7 with a 5.44
ERA and 76 strikeouts over 86 innings in 26 games — nineteen starts.
