In the 
nightcap, the Rattlers rallied from deficits of 4-0 and 5-4 
to earn a 6-5 victory. 
 

GAME ONE RECAP:  Braylon Payne, Marco Dinges, 
Josh Adamczewski, and Daniel Dickinson each had two 
hits in the opener for the Rattlers.  Jason Woodward 
pitched three scoreless innings as Wisconsin’s starter.  
Peoria scored three runs in the top of the fourth inning 
to make the score 6-3.  Adamczewski hit a solo homer 
in the bottom of the fourth for the final run of the game. 
 

GAME TWO RECAP:  The Rattlers got on the 
scoreboard in the bottom of the third when David Garcia 
grounded into a 6-4-3 double play with runners at the 
corners and no outs.  Josiah Ragsdale got the game 
back to even with a three-run homer in the bottom of 
the fifth.  In the sixth, the Chiefs were up 5-4 after a 
two-out, RBI single by Jose Cordoba.  In the Wisconsin 
half of the sixth, Dinges and Adamczewski hit back-to-
back homers to give the Rattlers the lead.  Michael 
Fowler pitched a scoreless seventh for the save. 
 

BATTLE OF THE PROSPECTS:  Luis Peña of the 
Rattlers and Rainiel Rodriguez of the Chiefs, a pair of 
Top 100 prospects, played in both games of yesterday’s 
twinbill.  Rodriguez, MLB Pipeline’s #32 overall 
prospect, was 4-for-8 with three doubles and a triple.  
Peña, Pipeline’s #21 overall prospect, went 2-for-6 with 
a run scored and a double play. 
 

STREAKING:  Peña is on a seven-game hitting streak 
(12-for-25, .480).  Eric Bitonti reached base in both 
games yesterday with two walks in game one and a 
walk in game two to extend his on-base streak to ten 
games.  He is 5-for-28, twelve walks, and a .425 OBP.

ABOUT PEORIA:  The Peoria Chiefs were in the Three-I 
League from 1953-1958 before the team folded.  They 
were a St. Louis Cardinals affiliate from 1953-1957 and a 
New York Yankees affiliate in 1958.  The Chiefs re-entered 
organized baseball when the Danville franchise moved to 
Peoria after the 1982 season.  They were named the 
Peoria Suns and were affiliated with the California Angels 
for 1983 and 1984 with a change to the Chiefs nickname 
for 1984 followed by an affiliation switch to the Chicago 
Cubs for the 1985 season.  Peoria became the Cardinals 
Midwest League affiliate for the first time in 1995, switched 
back to the Cubs in 2005, and went back to the Cardinals 
in 2013.  The Chiefs won a Midwest League title in 2002. 
They made the Midwest League Championship Series in 
2018 but lost to Bowling Green.  Notable former Chiefs 
include Greg Maddux, Mark Grace, Albert Pujols, Yadier 
Molina, Nolan Gorman, and Victor Scott II. 
 

ABOUT THE CARDINALS:  St. Louis had several different 
Midwest League affiliates before settling back in Peoria in 
2013.  They were in Cedar Rapids from 1965-1972 before 
leaving the league until returning to the league to affiliate 
with the Springfield, Illinois team from 1982 through 1993.  
St. Louis spent one year with the Madison Hatters before 
their first affiliation with Peoria from 1995 through 2004.  
The Cardinals left Peoria for Quad Cities from 2005 
through 2012.

RHP LEONEL SEQUERA: The St. Louis Cardinals signed Sequera 
as an International Free Agent out of Venezuela on January 15, 2022. 
 

IT’S COMPLEX:  Sequera started his professional career in the 
Dominican Summer League at the age of sixteen.  He moved to the 
Florida Complex League in 2023 and began the 2024 season in the 
FCL. 

 

UP A LEVEL:  Sequera was bumped up to the Palm Beach Cardinals 
on July 25, 2024 for his debut with a full-season team.  He made 
seven appearances – six starts – for Palm Beach and went 1-0 with a 
2.13 ERA 
 

LAST YEAR: Sequera spent the entire 2025 season with Palm 
Beach.  He went 5-10 with a 4.22 ERA in 24 starts.  Sequera struck 
out 99 and walked 41 in 108 innings. 
 

LAST START: Sequera lost to South Bend at home on April 10.  He 
allowed five runs – two earned – on five hits with two walks and four 
strikeouts over five innings.
