Braylon Owens, Garrett Hodges, and 
Peyton Niksch combined for eleven strikeouts in a 
three-hit shutout.  The Kernels only had three at bats 
with a runner in scoring position.  Wisconsin scored five 
runs in the fourth inning for their third win in a row. 
 

HE GETS ON BASE:  Josiah Ragsdale was 0-for-3 with 
a walk and a run scored last night to extend his on-base 
streak to 27 games.  Ragsdale is 36-for-100 (.360) with 
twenty walks and 29 runs scored during the streak. 
 

OWNING:  Owens allowed one hit, walked one, hit one, 
and struck out eight over five scoreless innings to earn 
his third win of the season.  Owens has 76 strikeouts 
this season and is second in the Midwest League in that 
category.  He is 2-0 with a save, a 2.95 ERA, and 18 
strikeouts in 18-1/3 innings pitched over four games – 
three starts in June. 
 

HOW DO YOU SPELL RELIEF?  Hodges faced the 
minimum in his two innings of work.  He gave up a lead-
off walk in the seventh before getting a 4-3 double play.  
Hodges had one strikeout.  Niksch closed out the game 
with a scoreless eighth and a scoreless ninth.  He 
allowed one hit, a one-out double lost in the twilight, 
and struck out two.

ABOUT CEDAR RAPIDS:  The current franchise began its 
existence in 1949 as the Cedar Rapids Rockets, an 
unaffiliated team in the Central Association.  They moved 
to the Three-I League as the Cedar Rapids Indians, an 
affiliate of Cleveland in 1950.  They were affiliated with the 
Milwaukee Braves from 1954 through 1962.  Cedar Rapids 
has been called the Braves, Red Raiders, Cardinals, 
Astros, Giants, and Reds until they became the Kernels in 
1993.  That was the same year the California Angels 
became the parent club of the Kernels.  That affiliation 
remained through the 2012 season.  Cedar Rapids has 
been affiliated with the Minnesota Twins since 2013.  The 
Kernels made the Midwest League playoffs every year 
they have been affiliated with the Twins from 2013 through 
2023, including a 2023 Midwest League Championship.  
That streak ended in 2024 when the Kernels missed the 
playoffs but started again in 2025 when they advanced to 
the Midwest League Championship Series.  Notable 
alumni include Mike Trout, Byron Buxton, and Milwaukee 
Brewers Pitching Coach Chris Hook.  Hall of Famers John 
McGraw (1891 Canaries), Lou Boudreau (1938 Raiders), 
Ted Simmons (1967 Cardinals), and Trevor Hoffman (1991 
Reds) played for earlier pro teams in Cedar Rapids. 
 

ABOUT THE TWINS:  Minnesota has a long history in the 
Midwest League.  They started out with Wisconsin Rapids 
(1964-1983) and moved to Kenosha  (1984-1992) and Fort 
Wayne (1993-1998) as the franchise moved.  Minnesota 
has also been with Quad Cities (1999-2004) and Beloit 
(2005-2012) before their current affiliation with Cedar 
Rapids Kernels started in 2013.

RHP JOSH KNOTH:  The Milwaukee Brewers selected Knoth in 
Competitive Balance Round-A of the 2023 draft out of Patchogue-Medford 
(NY) High School with the 33rd overall pick. 
 

GLORY DAYS: Knoth broke a pair of season pitching records held by 
Marcus Strowman at Patchogue-Medford High School.  Strowman had an 
ERA of 0.25 and 106 strikeouts in 2009.  Knoth had 107 strikeouts in 2022.  
In 2023, Knoth had an ERA of 0.17 and 109 strikeouts.  
 

GOING PRO: Knoth signed with the Brewers over a commitment to the 
University of Mississippi. He did not pitch professionally in 2023.  Knoth was 
4-6 with a 4.48 ERA in 21 starts for the Carolina Mudcats in 2024.  He struck 
out 96 in 84-1/3 innings.  Knoth missed the 2025 season with an injury. 
 

HOW DOES HE RATE? Knoth is currently rated at #22 in the Brewers 
system by MLB Pipeline.  Baseball America has him at #27 after their latest 
update. 
 

STARTING OVER: Knoth began this season with the ACL Brewers.  He had 
no record in three starts with eight strikeouts over six innings in the Arizona 
Complex League before joining the Rattlers on May 21. 
 

LAST START:  Knoth had a no decision at Quad Cities on June 17.  He 
allowed two runs on three hits with a walk and seven strikeouts over 4-1/3 
innings. 
 

VS. CEDAR RAPIDS: Knoth had a no decision at Cedar Rapids on June 4.  
He allowed two runs on two hits with a walk and two strikeouts over 3-2/3 
innings.  Eduardo Tait hit a home run off Knoth in the first inning of that 
game.

LOOK AT THE RATINGS:  Baseball America placed Quick as the #7 
prospect in their Top 30 list of Twins prospects after their most recent 
update.  Quick is rated as the #10 prospect in the Minnesota Twins 
system by MLB Pipeline. 

 

CRIMSON & CLOVER: Quick pitched three seasons for the 
University of Alabama.  He was 10-4 with two saves and a 3.72 ERA 
and 101 strikeouts over 87 innings in 31 games – fifteen starts at 
Alabama.  Quick was 8-3 with a 3.92 ERA in fourteen starts for the 
Crimson Tide in 2025.  He did not pitch professionally in 2025. 
 

HOLDING DOWN THE FORT:  Quick made his professional debut 
with Fort Myers in the Florida State League in 2026.  He had no 
record and allowed no runs with just one hit and thirteen strikeouts 
over eight innings in three starts for the Mighty Mussels before a 
promotion to Cedar Rapids on April 27. 
 

LAST START: Quick had a no decision at Beloit on June 17.  He 
allowed three runs on five hits – including two homers – with three 
walks and four strikeouts over 4-2/3 innings.
