ABOUT BELOIT:  The Beloit Sky Carp changed their 
name from Snappers after the 2021 season.  This is 
Beloit’s fourth season as an affiliate of the Miami Marlins.  
Beloit started as the Beloit Brewers in 1982 as the Midwest 
League affiliate of Milwaukee.  They changed their name 
to the Beloit Snappers for the 1995 season.  The Snappers 
affiliation with Milwaukee ended after the 2004 season.  
They were affiliated with the Minnesota Twins (2005-2012) 
and the Oakland Athletics (2013-2019) over their final 
seasons in the Midwest League.  The Snappers said 
“Goodbye” to Pohlman Field on July 11, 2021 and moved 
into ABC Supply Stadium on August 3, 2021.  Angel 
Espada is in his first season as the manager of the Sky 
Carp.  Bill Hall, Prince Fielder, Rickie Weeks, Chris Bosio, 
Greg Vaughn, Joey Meyer, BJ Surhoff, Tim Dillard, Mitch 
Stetter, and Matt Chapman played in Beloit. 
 

ABOUT THE MARLINS:  The Florida/Miami Marlins have 
lots of history in the Midwest League.  The Marlins’ first 
Low-A affiliate was the Kane County Cougars from 1993 
through 2002.  Josh Beckett, Adrian Gonzalez, Dontrelle 
Willis, Miguel Cabrera, and former Timber Rattlers 
manager Matt Erickson all played for the Cougars in that 
timespan   The Marlins returned to the Midwest League in 
in 2019 to affiliate with the Clinton LumberKings.  The 
Marlins landed in Beloit after MLB reset the affiliations for 
2021.

RHP ELIAZAR DISHMEY: The Marlins signed Dishmey as an 
International Free Agent out of the Dominican Republic on February 
25, 2022. 
 

FIRST STEPS: Dishmey made his pro debut in the Dominican 
Summer League in 2022 as he was 0-2 with a save and a 2.74 ERA.  
He spent the 2023 season in the Florida Complex League with a 1-1 
record and a 6.64 ERA.  In 2024, Dishmey made one start in the FCL 
with sixteen games – fifteen starts – in the Florida State League for the 
Jupiter Hammerheads.  He was 4-6 with a 5.63 ERA and 66 strikeouts 
over 64 innings.
