ABOUT LAST NIGHT: The Great Lakes Loons beat the
Wisconsin Timber Rattlers 16-5 at Neuroscience Group
Field. Wisconsin led 4-2 after a two-out, three-run
home run by Luis Pefia in the bottom of the second
inning. The Loons scored four runs in the top of the
third to take a lead they never surrendered. The Loons
had sixteen hits, including four home runs.

GOING LONG: Eduardo Quintero hit a two-run homer
in the first inning for the Loons. Elijah Hainline had a
solo homer in the fourth and Logan Wagner cracked a
three-run home run in the seventh. Jake Gelof had a
two-run home run in the third inning, his fourth two-run
homer in the last three games.

SPEED KILLS: The Loons went 5-for-5 in stolen base
attempts last night. Kendall George had three stolen
bases with Zyhir Hope adding two. George, the
Midwest League leader in stolen bases with 79 is 11-
for-11 in steals during this series.

PENA POWER: Pefia’s homer in the second inning
was his third in nine games with Wisconsin. Pefia had
hit six home runs for the Carolina Mudcats with his final
Carolina League home run coming on June 12.

MADE FOR THIS: Jesus Made was 2-for-5 last night
for his fifth multi-hit game over nine games as a Rattler.
He is also on a seven-game hitting streak (13-for-29;
.448). Made has two doubles, a triple, a homer, five
RBI, and an OPS of 1.190 during the streak.

FISHING FOR COMPLIMENTS: Andrew Fischer, the
#1 pick of the Milwaukee Brewers in the 2025 draft, was
2-for-5 last night with a double. He is 5-for-9 in his first
two games as a professional.

BIG CROWDS CONTINUE: Last night's attendance of
6,673 was the largest home crowd of the season for the
Rattlers. It was the seventh time in the last ten home
games Wisconsin has topped 5,000 and the third time
in the last seven games they have surpassed 6,000.
The total attendance in the last ten games at
Neuroscience Group Field is 55,037 for an average
attendance of 5,503.

ABOUT GREAT LAKES: The Great Lakes Loons came
into existence in 2007 after the Midwest League team left
Battle Creek, Michigan at the end of the 2006 season. The
team in Battle Creek had been known as the Michigan
Battle Cats, Battle Creek Yankees, and the Southwest
Michigan Devil Rays. The Loons have been affiliated with
the Los Angeles Dodgers since 2007. They have made
the Midwest League playoffs nine times since 2007. The
Loons won the Midwest League title in 2016 and lost to
Cedar Rapids in the Midwest League Championship
Series in 2023. Notable Great Lakes alumni include
Clayton Kershaw, Kenley Jansen, Nathan Eovaldi, Joc
Peterson, Julio Urias, Walker Buehler, and Gavin Lux. Jair
Fernandez, who played in 52 games with the Timber
Rattlers in 2007, is in his second season as the manager
of the Loons.

ABOUT THE DODGERS: The Los Angeles Dodgers were
only in the Midwest League for a few seasons prior to
affiliating with the Loons. They were in Dubuque in 1967
and in Clinton from 1977 to 1979. Orel Hershiser and
Steve Sax were notable Dodgers to play in Clinton.

WISCONSIN STARTING PITCHER:

RHP RYAN BIRCHARD: The Milwaukee Brewers selected Birchard in the
5% round of the 2023 draft out of the Niagara County Community College.

PLAYER OF THE YEAR: Birchard was named the Western New York
Athletic Conference Player of the Year in 2023. He was 8-0 in ten games —
nine starts — with a 1.08 ERA and 95 strikeouts over fifty innings pitched.
Birchard was also named a First Team All-NJCAA Division Il All-American
in 2023.

QUICK TRIP TO TRENTON: Birchard made four appearances — two starts —

for Trenton in the MLB Draft League after the end of his college season. He

allowed one run, walked one, and struck out sixteen over nine innings before

signing with Milwaukee.
DELAYED START: Birchard did not pitch professionally in 2023. He made

a start for the Carolina Mudcats on April 6, 2024 (4.0IP, H, R, OER, 2BB, 6K)

but was placed on the IL after that game. He next pitched with the ACL

Brewers on July 16 and July 22. Birchard rejoined Carolina for appearances

on July 28 and August 3 before being sent to Wisconsin on August 13.

AS A RATTLER (2024): Birchard made five regular season starts for
Wisconsin last season. He was 0-3 with an 8.71 ERA. He walked fourteen
and struck out thirteen in 10-1/3 innings with the Timber Rattlers.

LAST START: Birchard won at Peoria on August 9. He allowed three runs
on one hit and five walks over five innings. Birchard had three strikeouts in
the game.

VS. GREAT LAKES: Birchard has no record in three starts against the
Loons — August 24, 2024; June 10, 2025; and June 15, 2025. He has
allowed one run on seven hits with thirteen walks and fourteen strikeouts
over ten innings versus Great Lakes.

LHP ADAM SERWINOWSKI: The Dodgers acquired Serwinowski and
Ben Rortvedt in a trade with the Tampa Bay Rays on July 31, 2025 in
exchange for Hunter Feduccia. Serwinowski is rated as the #13 prospect
in the Dodgers system by MLB Pipeline.

ORIGIN STORY: Serwinowski was drafted by the Cincinnati Reds in the
fifteenth round of the 2022 draft out of Eastside High School in Taylors,
South Carolina. The Reds traded him to the Rays on July 30, 2025 with
Brian Van Belle in exchange for Zack Littell.

ON THE WAY TO MIDLAND: Serwinowski made his pro debut in the
Arizona Complex League with one relief inning in 2022. In 2023, he had
no record and a 3.62 ERA in eleven games — six starts. Serwinowski
spent 2024 with the Daytona Tortugas, Cincinnati’s Florida State League
affiliate and was 1-3 with a 3.57ERA, and 106 strikeouts over 85-2/3
innings in 25 starts. Serwinowski began the 2025 season with the
Dayton Dragons. He was 1-7 with a 4.84 ERA and 92 strikeouts in 74-
1/3 innings in eighteen games — seventeen starts. Serwinowski leads
the Midwest League in strikeouts with 106.

LAST START: Serwinowski earned the win against Lansing at Dow
Diamond on August 10. He allowed a run on six hits with two walks and
five strikeouts over five innings.

VS. WISCONSIN: Serwinowski has never pitched against the Timber
Rattlers. Tonight is the first time he is facing an affiliate of the Milwaukee
Brewers since a start against Milwaukee’s Arizona Complex League
affiliate on July 1, 2023. He allowed two runs on a hit with three walks
and two strikeouts over one inning for a no decision.
