Jesús Chirinos followed with an RBI double for a 3-1 
lead.  Yerlin Rodriguez walked a batter in the bottom of 
the ninth but struck out three to close out the game for 
his second save of the season. 
 

TRADING ZEROES: Wisconsin starting pitcher Patricio 
Aquino and South Bend starting pitcher Nick Hull each 
tossed five scoreless innings and allowed two hits. Hull 
walked two and struck out five.  Aquino walked one and 
struck out three.  Both pitchers had a no decision. 
 

BREAKING THROUGH: Dylan O’Rae’s two-out RBI 
single in the top of the seventh inning put the Timber 
Rattlers up 1-0.  O’Rae went 3-for-5 with an RBI and a 
stolen base last night.  He is on a four-game on-base 
streak to open the season.  O’Rae is 6-for-15 with three 
walks for an on base percentage of .526 as a Rattler. 
 

HERE COME THE CUBS:  South Bend tied the game 
in the bottom of the eighth on a lead-off home run by 
Casey Optiz.  
  

FLASHING THE LEATHER:  The Timber Rattlers 
corner outfielders came up big with two key plays 
against Jonathan Long to save runs last night.  
Eduarqui Fernández robbed Long of an RBI double in 
the bottom of the sixth with a leaping catch on the 
warning track in right for the final out of the frame to 
strand a runner at first and keep the game scoreless.  In 
the eighth, South Bend had runners at first and second 
with one out.  Long tried left field this time only to be 
denied on a leaping backhanded catch by Luis Lara to 
keep the game tied 1-1.

ABOUT SOUTH BEND:  The South Bend Cubs started as 
the South Bend White Sox when the Midwest League 
added them as an expansion team in 1988.  They changed 
their name to the Silver Hawks for the 1994 season and 
became an affiliate of the Arizona Diamondbacks in 1997.  
South Bend became an affiliate of the Chicago Cubs in 
2015.  South Bend has won Midwest League titles in 1989, 
1993, 2005, 2019, and 2022.  Notable alumni for the South 
Bend franchise include Mike Cameron, Jose Valverde, 
Chris Capuano, Mark Reynolds, Justin Upton, Wade Miley, 
Chase Anderson, Keon Broxton, Gleyber Torres, Ian 
Happ, Carlos Gonzalez, and current Timber Rattlers 
manager Victor Estevez.  Terry Francona was the 
manager of the South Bend White Sox in 1982.  Nick 
Lovullo, the son of Arizona Diamondbacks manager Torey 
Lovullo, is in his first year as South Bend’s manager. 
 

ABOUT THE CUBS:  The Chicago Cubs had several 
different Midwest League affiliates before settling in South 
Bend in 2015.  They were affiliated with Quincy from 1965 
through 1973 before leaving the Midwest League.  The 
Cubs returned to the MWL with an affiliation with Quad 
Cities from 1979 through 1984, Peoria from 1985 through 
1994 and again from 2005 through 2012, Rockford from 
1995 through 1998, Lansing from 1999 through 2004, and 
Kane County in 2013 and 2014. 
 

SEASON SO FAR:  South Bend won their season opening 
game 3-1 on April 5 at Quad Cities.  The Cubs lost the 
next two games in the series 3-2 in ten innings on 
Saturday and 4-0 on Sunday.

RHP WILL SANDERS: The Chicago Cubs selected Sanders in the 4th  
round of the 2023 draft out of the University of South Carolina. 
 

HEAD START: Sanders pitched for Lexington County in the Coastal 
Plain League in 2020 before he ever pitched an inning at South 
Carolina.  He was 2-1 with a 7.29 ERA in nine games – two starts.  
Sanders walked ten and struck out 22 over 21 innings pitched.  
 

HE WAS GAME: Sanders pitched three seasons for the Gamecocks 
from 2021 through 2023.  In 51 appearances – 36 starts – Sanders 
was 17-10 with a 4.08 ERA. Sanders had 222 strikeouts and 68 walks 
in 205-1/3 innings pitched at South Carolina. 
 

SIGNING DAY:  Sanders signed his contract with Chicago on July 19, 
2023.  He did not pitch in a professional game after joining the Cubs 
organization.  Tonight is his pro debut.  
 

LAST APPEARANCE: Sanders took the loss in relief at the University 
of Florida in Game One of the NCAA Super Regional on June 9, 2023.  
Sanders allowed two runs on three hits with a walk and three strikeouts 
over 2-1/3 innings pitched.   The Gators won the game 5-4.
