ABOUT CEDAR RAPIDS: The current franchise began its
existence in 1949 as the Cedar Rapids Rockets, an
unaffiliated team in the Central Association. They moved
to the Three-l League as the Cedar Rapids Indians, an
affiliate of Cleveland in 1950. They were affiliated with the
Milwaukee Braves from 1954 through 1962. Cedar Rapids
has been called the Braves, Red Raiders, Cardinals,
Astros, Giants, and Reds until they became the Kernels in
1993. That was the same year the California Angels
became the parent club of the Kernels. That affiliation
remained through the 2012 season. Cedar Rapids has
been affiliated with the Minnesota Twins since 2013. The
Kernels made the Midwest League playoffs every year
they have been affiliated with the Twins from 2013 through
2023, including a 2023 Midwest League Championship.
That streak ended last year when the Kernels missed the
playoffs. Notable alumni include Mike Trout, Byron
Buxton, and Milwaukee Brewers Pitching Coach Chris
Hook. Hall of Famers John McGraw (1891 Canaries), Lou
Boudreau (1938 Raiders), Ted Simmons (1967 Cardinals),
and Trevor Hoffman (1991 Reds) played for earlier pro
teams in Cedar Rapids.

ABOUT THE TWINS: Minnesota has a long history of in
the Midwest League. They started out with Wisconsin
Rapids (1964-1983) and moved to Kenosha (1984-1992)
and to Fort Wayne (1993-1998) as the franchise moved.
Minnesota has also been with Quad Cities (1999-2004)
and Beloit (2005-2012) before their current affiliation with
Cedar Rapids Kernels started in 2013.

LHP SAM GARCIA: The Milwaukee Brewers selected Garcia in the eighth
round of the 2024 draft out of Oklahoma State.

HITTING THE HIGH POINT: Garcia pitched three seasons at High Point
University from 2021 through 2023. He was a First Team All-Big South
selection after his sophomore season when he was 5-4 with a save and a
1.94 ERA in sixteen games — eight starts.

STILLWATER: Garcia pitched for Brewster of the Cape Cod League in 2023
and transferred to Oklahoma State University for his final season of
collegiate baseball.
