Last Game: The Delmarva Shorebirds ended April with a 9-7 win over the Hill City Howl-
ers. After falling behind 1-0 in the first inning, the Shorebirds responded with four runs in
the bottom half, using an RBI single by Joshua Liranzo, a wild pitch, and a two-run single
by Andrés Nolaya to take a 4-1 lead. Hill City chipped away over the next few innings,
scoring twice in the third and once in the fifth to tie the game, but Delmarva countered
with five runs in the next half-innings. The Shorebirds took the lead back on a bases-load-
ed walk to Juan Ortega. Junior Aybar put Delmarva in front 7-4 with a two-run single, and
a pair of wild pitches gave the Shorebirds their largest lead at 9-4 after a five-run frame.
The Howlers pulled within two after a Yeiferth Castillo three-run homer in the ninth, but
Delmarva would not allow a final-innings comeback and beat the Howlers 9-7.

Play the Hits, DJ: It's been a strong start to the season for DJ Layton in his first stint with
the Shorebirds. The 19-year-old utility man has reached base in 19 of 23 games, collecting
a hitin 13, including a team-best six multi-hit games. He has reached base in 39 of his first
87 plate appearances, for a .448 on-base percentage, and owns a .486 batting average on
balls in play. Layton's 20 walks this season are the third-most in the Carolina League, and
he currently has a 23% walk rate.

Steady Stiven: After a tough first stint with the Shorebirds to end 2025, 18-year-old Stiven
Martinez is starting to find his rhythm at the plate. He has recorded a hit in 9 of his 13
starts this season and has four extra-base hits, including his first Single-A home run on
April 7 against Augusta.

Praise the Lord: Kiefer Lord made the most of his first five starts with the Shorebirds and
quickly earned a promotion to High-A Frederick. Delmarva's opening-day starter logged
20.1 innings and struck out 34 batters, including two starts with double-digit strikeouts,
with his best being an 11-strikeout performance against the Wilson Warbirds on April 21
in four innings. At the time of his promotion, Lord's 34 strikeouts were the most among
any pitcher in Single-A, High-A, and Double-A, and the fifth-most in all of MiLB.

On the Double: Despite being at the bottom of the league with only nine home runs as a
team, the Shorebirds offense currently ranks fifth in the league in doubles, with 34. The
doubles leaders are Junior Ayabr, DJ Layton, Andrés Nolaya, Jordan Sanchez, and Braylon
Whitaker, each with four, followed by Luis Almeyda and Joshua Liranzo, each with three.

Quick Whit: Braylon Whitaker has quietly been one of Delmarva's most consistent bats,
recording a hit in 12 of his last 16 games and an RBI in six. He has also reached base safely
in 15 of his first 19 starts this season and leads the team with a .305 batting average.
Whitaker excels at making contact. Among qualified Shorebirds hitters, he has the team's
lowest strikeout rate at 18% and puts the ball in play in nearly 70% of his plate appear-
ances. His batting average on balls in play is .367, only to DJ Layton (.486) and Joshua
Liranzo (.375).

About the Howlers: The Hill City Howlers make their one and only trip to Perdue Stadium
this week. Formerly known as the Lynchburg Hillcats, the Cleveland Guardians affiliate are the
defending champs of the Carolina League. 2025 was the first time since the two teams began
facing each other in the Carolina League in 2021 that Lynchburg won the season series over
the Shorebirds, going 11-5 against Delmarva en route to their league title.
