STRIPERS EDGE JUMBO SHRIMP 4-3 IN 10 INNINGS
Jonah Bride homered in Tuesday's series opener, but
Gwinnett rallied to beat Jacksonville 4-3 in 10 innings. Sean
Murphy homered for the Stripers two batters into the first
and Gwinnett added to its advantage in the fifth on a Yuli
Gurriel RBI single. Bride's two-run shot tied the game in the
seventh and Griffin Conine gave the Jumbo Shrimp the lead
with an RBI double in the eighth. However, David Fletcher's
two-out, ninth-inning RBI double tied the score and the
Stripers won 4-3 on Eli White's walk-off single in the 10th
inning.

HAIL TO THE VICTOR

Jacksonville outfielder Victor Mesa Jr. missed the first six
games of the season with an injury, but the 22-year-old

has quickly made up for that lost time. In 37 games thus

far with the Jumbo Shrimp, Mesa Jr. is 41-for-151, slashing
.272/.343/.457/.800 with seven doubles, seven home runs,
28 RBIs (T-19th), 17 walks and 27 runs scored. In 123 games
last season with Pensacola, Mesa Jr. struck out in 22.9
percent of his plate appearances. He has shaved that to 17.8
percent this season with Jacksonville.

FRIENDS CLOSE, ENEMIES CLOSER

A remarkable 30 of Jacksonville's 46 games (65.2 percent)
in 2024 have been decided by three runs or fewer, including
12 of the club's last 15 contests. After beginning the year
12-3 (.750) in these narrowly-decided contests, the Jumbo
Shrimp have suddenly struggled in games determined by no
more than three runs; Jacksonville has lost 14 of its last 15
games decided by three runs or fewer for an overall record
of 13-17 (.433) in these affairs.

TWO DOWN, A MILE TO GO

Over the club's last 16 games dating back to May 3, the
Jumbo Shrimp have surrendered 87 runs (5.4 per game),
which ranks as the 13th-most in Triple-A during that span.
Of those 87 runs, a whopping 48, or 55.1 percent, have
come with two outs. On the season, Jacksonville pitching
has ceded 142 hits in 129.2 innings pitched with two outs,
tied for the second-most in Triple-A. Opponents are hitting
.269 with an .803 OPS against the Jumbo Shrimp with two
down, which respectively place as the fourth- and seventh-
highest marks at the level.

ALWAYS THE BRIDE, NEVER THE BRIDESMAID
Jumbo Shrimp infielder Jonah Bride has had two short
stints in the major leagues this season, batting 2-for-

12. With Jacksonville, however, Bride is 39-for-127
(.307/.455/.638/1.093) with 10 doubles, one triple, 10
home runs, 26 RBIs, 31 walks and 22 runs scored in 37
games played. The Owasso, Okla., native ranks second in
the IL in OPS, third in slugging percentage, fifth in OBP, tied
for fifth in extra-base hits (31), tied for eighth in both home
runs and walks and 14th in batting average. Among the 130
qualified hitters in the IL, Bride ranks fourth in swinging-
strike rate (5.2 percent) and 14th in line drive rate (30.4
percent).

LITTLE GUY, BIG RESULTS

Over his first 11 games in Triple-A, Javier Sanoja was

just 6-for-39 (.154) at the plate. However, the 5-foot-7
Venezuelan struck out in only two plate appearances,
meaning he was still making contact and putting the ball in
play. That has manifested itself in a huge way of late; Sanoja
has at least one hit in 12 of his last 13 games, mustering
six multi-hit contests. During this span, he is 21-for-53
(.396/.468/.528/.996) with five doubles, one triple, seven
RBIs, eight walks and six runs scored. Among the 176 IL
hitters with at least 100 plate appearances, Sanoja has
posted the highest opposite-field rate (51.1 percent) and
the third-lowest swinging-strike rate (2.9 percent).

TOUGH TIMES DON'T LAST

Thanks to a 4-3 loss to Gwinnett on Tuesday, Jacksonville
has lost 16 of its last 19 games. The Jumbo Shrimp have
struggled in nearly every facet of the game during this
stretch. Offensively over this stretch, the club ranks 26th in
Triple-A in batting average (.236), 26th in OBP (.324), 28th in
SLG (.360), 28th in OPS (.684), 24th in hits (153) and 29th in
runs scored (75). On the other side of the ball, Jacksonville
has ceded 170 hits, the 12th-most in Triple-A and the 14th-
most runs (101) on tied for the 12th-worst BAA (.261).

SHRIMP BITES

The Jumbo Shrimp are 3-7 against Gwinnett in their last
three sets... Kent Emanuel has surrendered two runs or
fewer in all six of his outings with Jacksonville... The Jumbo
Shrimp have lost their last five road games.
