Last Time Out: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies fell to the Portland Sea Dogs 6-1 
on Thursday night at Hadlock Field. Jaylen Palmer hit a solo home run in the fifth 
inning over the Maine Monster in left field, which marked his second homer in six 
Double-A games. Dylan Hall threw 1.2 perfect innings out of the bullpen with two 
strikeouts and Marcel Rentería faced the minimum in his one inning of work.

Fryman is Hot: Infielder Branden Fryman is riding a 12-game hitting streak, 
upping his average from .139 to .237. Fryman is batting .419 with a 1.049 OPS over 
the last 12 games with 18 hits, four doubles, two triples, three RBIs, and seven runs. 
He had a three-hit game on Wednesday at Portland, after doubling twice in the 
series opener. He hit two triples on Friday against Hartford at home.

Jordan's Brand: Rowdey Jordan reached base safely in his first eight plate 
appearances in this series. He reached five separate times in the series opener at 
Portland, going 3-for-3 with a three-run homer and was a triple shy of the cycle. 
Jordan then reached base in his first three plate appearances on Wednesday. Jordan 
went 2-for-4 with two runs and a walk on Wednesday. Over the last 28 days, Jordan 
is batting .321 with 10 XBH, 13 RBIs, 16 R, and a .952 OPS.

The Bullpen: Since the start of the last series against Hartford, the Rumble Ponies' 
bullpen has been lights out. The bullpen has combined to allow two earned runs 
and has totaled 22 strikeouts over 26 innings of work over the past eight games. 
In this series at Portland, seven pitchers have combined to allow just one run over 
7.2 innings of work with six strikeouts. In five games against Hartford, the bullpen 
allowed just one earned run and totaled 16 strikeouts over 18.1 innings of work.

The Big Club: The New York Mets pummeled the Arizona Diamondbacks 9-0 on 
Thursday night, to sweep the series on the road and claim their fifth-straight win. 
Former Rumble Ponies catcher Francisco Álvarez homered for the third-straight 
game. The 21-year-old leads all major league catchers with 16 homers. Álvarez has 
homered every 3.9 games that he's played and over 162 games he would be on 
pace for 41 home runs. Francisco Lindor totaled his first five-hit game in the majors, 
going 5-for-5 with two triples and a homer. Carlos Carrasco, who made two rehab 
starts for Binghamton in May, tossed eight scoreless innings for the Mets last night.

In 2022, Brignac led a team that saw five players make their major league debut with the Mets after starting the season 
with the Rumble Ponies (Francisco Álvarez, Brett Baty, Jose Butto, Nate Fisher, and Bryce Montes de Oca), tied for the 
second-most in franchise history. This past fall, Brignac was one of two Mets staff members selected to be a part of the 
Arizona Fall League coaching staff, serving as the manager of the Peoria Javelinas.
