Grizzlies Hat Giveaway (First 1,500 fans)

OH, SO CLOSE (NOT IN A GOOD WAY): A fantastic crowd at Chukchansi Park almost witnessed history, as the Fresno Grizzlies
(12-7) fell 5-3 to the San Jose Giants (9-11) Sunday afternoon from Downtown Fresno. The Grizzlies broke up a combined no-hitter
by the Giants pitching staff with one out in the ninth inning, the latest chance involving Fresno since 1998 (Aidan Longwell bloop
single to right). With the setback, Fresno dropped their fourth straight game and the series to San Jose. The Grizzlies suffered
their first day game defeat and moved to 0-3 in two-run affairs.

INFO ABOUT INLAND EMPIRE: The Fresno Grizzlies and Inland Empire 66ers (Los Angeles Angels Single-A affiliate) start a
seven-game series tonight at San Manuel Stadium. This is the last of two regular season series between the clubs in 2024 and
the only meeting this year in San Bernardino. The 66ers are the current affiliate of the Los Angeles Angels and have been a part
of the Angels system since 2011. Prior to teaming up with the Angels, the 66ers had ties to the Los Angeles Dodgers (1995-2000,
2007-2010) and Seattle Mariners (1987-1994, 2001-2006) organizations. They were also the former Fresno Giants/Fresno Cardi-
nals franchise. The 66ers are named after the historic U.S. Route 66 that runs through San Bernardino. Prior to the name change,
the 66ers were known as the San Bernardino Stampede (1996-2002) and San Bernardino Spirit (1987-1995). The mascot for Inland
Empire is Bernie, who is one of the only talking mascots in all of professional baseball. Bernie has been a part of the organization
since 1999. The 66ers play at San Manuel Stadium and are owned by Diamond Baseball Holdings (DBH).

DOUBLEHEADER ON WEDNESDAY: Thanks to two rainouts at Chukchansi Park (April 13-14), the Fresno Grizzlies and Inland
Empire 66ers will play a doubleheader tomorrow starting at 4:15 pm. This is the first doubleheader for the Grizzlies since April 24,
2022 vs. Lake Elsinore. Fresno was swept in that doubleheader 6-1in Game 1and 6-2 in 8 innings in Game 2 (technically, extras).
Both games are scheduled for seven innings with a 30-minute break in between the contests for the teams to recover and get
ready for the back half of the doubleheader.

PACHECO PITCHES: Tonight, the Grizzlies give the rock to LHP Albert Pacheco. Last year, Pacheco was assigned to Fresno from
the ACL Rockies on June 7 and spent his entire season with the Grizzlies. Pacheco made 14 starts, going 7-4 with a 5.45 ERA. Over
72.2 innings, he struck out 69 batters. The 21-year-old signed as an international free agent by the Rockies in 2019.

COLLIN IS BALLIN’: Grizzlies RHP Collin Baumgartner has appeared in seven games out of the bullpen this season (April 6-27),
going 1-0 with three holds (0.36 WHIP). Over 11 scoreless innings, Baumgartner has permitted two hits and two walks while fan-
ning 19.

WELL HERRERA THROWS A TON OF STRIKES: Grizzlies’ LHP Welinton Herrera has five straight scoreless outings from April
12-28. He has tossed seven innings, allowing five hits, one hit-by-pitch, and no walks while striking out 14. Herrera has not walked
a batter in his first seven outings this year (April 7-28). He has chucked nine and two-thirds frames, beaning three batters and
punching out 19.

JAKE IS DEFINITELY NOT ON THE “SNIDE”R: Grizzlies OF Jake Snider has had an unbelievable month of April (16 games), going
16-for-44 (364 AVG/.613 OBP/.659 SLG/1.272 OPS) with one homer, two triples, six doubles, 12 RBI, 18 runs, 24 walks, six hit-by-
pitches and five stolen bases. The Louisville product is ranked first in ALL of professional baseball with a 1.272 OPS and .613 OBP.
Snider’s triple on April 24th (Wednesday) against San Jose was his 12th in a Grizzlies uniform, putting him one triple shy of joining
the Grizzlies Top 10 Career Records. Juan Melo and Roger Kieschnick are tied for ninth all-time with 13 triples.

A+ FROM ANDY PEREZ: Grizzlies INF Andy Perez also had an outstanding month of April (19 games), going 26-for-80 (.325
AVG/.365 OBP/.550 SLG/.915 OPS) with three homers (one grand slam), three triples, three doubles, 18 RBI, 12 runs, five walks and
two stolen bases. The Cuban product is ranked among the Top 10 in nine different California League categories. He is ranked
first in hits (26), first in total bases (44), tied for second in triples (3), third in RBI (18), tied for third in homers (3), fifth in batting
average (.325), tied for fifth in extra-base hits (9), sixth in slugging percentage (.550) and ninth in OPS (.915). Perez had hit safely
in his first 18 games to start the season, his longest hit streak while in a Fresno uniform. It was the second longest hit streak in the
Grizzlies/Rockies affiliation since Drew Romo in 2021 (21 games, July 6-August 15) and it was the longest active streak in Minor
League Baseball at the time. Perez went 26-for-76 (342 AVG/.383 OBP/.579 SLG/.962 OPS) with three homers (one grand slam),
three triples, three doubles, 18 RBI, 12 runs, five walks and two stolen bases in that hit streak stretch. Like Snider, Perez’s triple on
April 24th (Wednesday) against San Jose was his 10th in a Grizzlies uniform, putting him three triples shy of joining the Grizzlies
Top 10 Career Records. Juan Melo and Roger Kieschnick are tied for ninth all-time with 13 triples.

WIMMER IS A WINNER: Grizzlies INF Braylen Wimmer also had a spectacular April, going 15-for-47 (319 AVG/.439 OBP/.596
SLG/1.035 OPS) with four homers, one double, 10 RBI, 18 runs, nine walks and two stolen bases.
