SHOWING OUR TOBIAS: Tobias Myers will make his eighth start for the Sounds
and his 14th overall appearance of the season between Nashville and Milwaukee.
He is still searching for his first win of the year with Nashville and has gone 6.0 IP
in back-to-back starts including his lone quality start of the year on June 5th vs.
Gwinnett.

WHO ARE THE NEW GUYS: Andrew Vaughn will be in the Sounds linuep as the
series against lowa gets started. The former 3rd overall pick (2019) was dealt to
Milwaukee as part of the trade that sent Aaron Civale to the Southside. Vaughn
has played in 63 games between the White Sox and Triple-A Charlotte with 10
doubles, seven home runs, and 30 RBI. OF Garrett Mitchell had his Major League
rehab transferred to Nashville from the Arizona Complex League earlier on
Tuesday. In 25 games with Milwaukee to begin the year, the former 20th overall
pick (2020) was hitting .206 with four doubles and a triple. In 12 games with the
Sounds in 2024, Mitchell hit .318 with two doubles and four home runs.

YOU GET NOTHING: Sunday's win was the 10th shutout of the season for
Nashville who leads all Triple-A teams in shutouts this year. Scranton/Wilkes-
Barre, Sugar Land, and Toldeo are tied for second with seven. The Sounds tied
Double-A Erie for the most shutouts in the minors this season and boast the best
ERA in Triple-A as a team at 3.30. With another hitless inning of relief, Tyler Jay
extended his current streak without allowing an earned run to 15 straight games
(17.0 IP). His 15-game streak is tied for the fourth-longest active streak in the
minors and tied for second in Triple-A.

BOGO: Bobby Dalbec finished Sunday's game 3-for-5 with two home runs, three
RB]J, and two runs scored. It was his first multi-HR game since hitting two on June
25, 2024, while with Triple-A Worcester, and the 19th career multi-HR game as a
professional. He joins Daz Cameron, Jorge Alfaro, Andruw Monasterio, and Wes
Clarke as the fifth player to have 2+ home runs in game for the Sounds this year.
Sunday was his second three-hit game of the series against the Tides after also
having one on Wednesday. Dalbec finished the week 7-for-22 (.318) with a double,
triple, three home runs, and five RBI.

INTERNATIONAL STAR: After finishing Sunday 1-for-4 with a double, walk, and
run scored, Anthony Seigler's on-base streak reached 35 games. It's the longest
on-base streak in the International League this season and tied for the fourth-
longest streak overall in the minors. Biloxi's Luke Adams is riding a 36-game
on-base streak and is tied with Charleston's Theo Gillen. Marco Vargas (NYM) also
had a 36-game streak. Seigler currently ranks third in the International League
this year with his .439 OBP and also ranks third in OPS (.959). His 42 walks are
the fourth-most in the league and he is tied for the most triples with four.

DOUBLE ALFARO: Friday night was Jorge Alfaro's first game with 2+ doubles this
year and he's the seventh different Nashville player to have 2+ doubles in a game
and the first since Bobby Dalbec did it on May 30th.

HOW IT'S DUNN: Oliver Dunn had a season-high three hits on Friday night to
finish 3-for-5 with a RBI. It was his first multi-hit game since May 23 vs. Scranton/
Wilkes-Barre, and his first 3+ hit game since May 21, 2024, with Nashville against
Charlotte.

LO DOWN: With the win, Logan Henderson has won each of his last seven games
and leads Triple-A in wins. He is one of eight different pitchers with 7+ wins in the
minors this season. Oakland farmhand Gage Jump leads the way with eight wins
and is doing so in his first professional season between High-A and Double-A.
Henderson's lone loss on the season came in his first start of the year back on
March 29th against Jacksonville. Including his four big league starts, the Sounds
and Brewers are 11-1 in his starts and 12-1 overall when he has take the mound in
a game. His seven straight wins are tied for the third-most by a Nashville player
since the 2021 season. Chad Patrick won 13 in a row in 2024, Caleb Boushley won
12 in a row in 2022. Henderson is tied with Robert Gasser who also had seven wins
in row during the 2023 season.
