2006. Upon joining the Royals’ organization, Kennedy managed in the Appalachian League, Carolina League, Pioneer League,
Arizona League and Texas League through 2020. He served as bench coach for the KBO’s Hanwha Eagles from 2021 through
2023 before joining the A’'s as Double-A Midland’s assistant hitting coach in 2024.
