CARDS’ RADIO HOME

For the second straight season all 138 Cardinals games can be
found across the FM airwaves of Southwest Missouri all season

long on Classic Rock 106.7, the radio home of the Springfield
Cardinals!

CARDS SET NEW FRANCHISE MARK: With their come-from-behind 8-7
win over the Wichita Wind Surge on Sunday at Hammons Field, the Cardinals
ran their season-opening winning streak to 9 games, a new franchise record for
consecutive wins. Springfield had won three straight previously, from June 9-16,
2007 and from September 2-10 last season during a 17-6 run over 23 games to
claim the North Division 2nd half crown.

The comeback win on Sunday also ran the best start in franchise history to 9-0,
easily eclipsing the previous record of 2-0 which was done twice: 2016 & 2017.

The Cardinals’ 6-0 start at Hammons Field is also their best start ever, as is their
3-0 start on the road. The Cards’ previous record for best start to a season at
home was 5-0 in 2019, while they won their first two games on the road twice
(2014 & 2017).

BIRDS’ BATS TOP TEXAS LEAGUE EARLY: Springfield’s lineup sits
atop the league in several offensive categories. Through 11 games the Cardinals
lead the Texas League with a .286 batting average, a mark that also leads all

of Double-A; the Bowie BaySox are next with a .280 average. The Cards also
lead the Texas League in OBP (.388), OPS (.786), RBIs (78) and runs scored

" | (85). Springfield has also been particularly prodcutive hitting situationally, with a

league-high 9 sacrifice flies this season.

GRINDIN’: Perhaps the Cardinal offense’s greatest attribute is their ability to
grind out at bats. The Cardinals have struck out just 89 times in 13 games, the
2nd-fewest total in MiLB. The Fresno Grizzlies have K'd the fewest times in the
minor leagues (86), but have also done it in just 11 games, two less than Spring-
field. The Cards are averaging just 6.84 K’s per game.

VICTIMS OF THE LONG BALL: Despite an overall solid season so far in
which the Cardinal pitching staff has posted a 3.76 ERA, the Birds have fallen
victim to the home run ball early in the 2024 season. Springfield pitchers have
allowed 16 HR so far this year, second most in the Texas League behind the
Amarillo Sod Poodles, who have allowed 17.

YEAGER BOMBS: Through his first 11 games, RJ Yeager finds his name
littered across the league leaderboard in several run production categories. The
Mississippi State product’s 12 RBls is tied for the most in the Texas League and
Yeager finds himself tied for 5th in home runs (3). Yeager’s .982 OPS and 26
total bases both rank 5th in the circuit. He has opened the season with a team-
high 11 game hitting streak.

TORRES LEADING HITTER, THIEF IN TEXAS LEAGUE: After going
1-for-3 on Friday night and leaving the game early with an apparent injury, Car-
dinals OF Bryan Torres still leads the Texas League in batting average among
qualified hitters with a mark of .381. His 7 SB is tied for the league lead with
Jakob Marsee of the San Antonio Missions. Torres racked up 71 bags for the
Milwaukee Milkmen of the American Association in 2023.

Torres is also 3rd in the circuit in OBP with a mark of .462.

FAMILIAR FACES: Of the 28 players on the Cardinals’ Opening Day roster,
13 donned a Springfield uniform in 2023. Of the newcomers, only two Cards,
Bryan Torres (Richmond, 2021) and Matt Lloyd (Chattanooga, 2021-22), have
Double-A experience. Slugger Chandler Redmond returns for another season
in Springfield after coming up one home run shy of the Springfield franchise
record in 2023 with 31 longballs. Redmond also sits two home runs shy of
Springfield’s franchise career record of 59 by Xavier Scruggs.

Cardinals skpper Jose Leger is back for his fourth year as manager in Spring-
field.
