Jacksonwville starting pitching has been nothing short of
dominant of late. Over the club's the last nine games,
Jumbo Shrimp lid-lifters have combined to yield only 11
runs, nine earned, on 33 hits (6.3 H/9) in 47.1 innings,
recording an extraordinary 1.71 ERA. During this run,
Jacksonville starters have combined for 69 strikeouts (13.1
K/9) against just 11 walks (2.1 BB/9). Not coincidentally, this
starting pitching success has helped the Jumbo Shrimp go
7-2 over this stretch.

ETZEL DAY? WELL, | LIKE ETZEL DAY

Matthew Etzel got off to a very slow start to the season,
hitting just .183/.256/.254/.510 over his first 20 games of
the season. Over the last 39 contests, however, the Texas
native is a scorching 43-for-149 at the plate, slashing a
robust .285/.391/.517/.908 with six doubles, two triples,
eight home runs, 27 RBIs, 24 walks and 36 runs scored.
Since this stretch began on May 3, Etzel ranks tied for
second in the IL in runs, tied for 14th in hits, tied for 15th in
walks, 20th in OBP, tied for 20th in RBIs and 24th in OPS.

MEN OF STEAL

The 2025 Jumbo Shrimp swiped 305 bases, blowing past
the previous club record of 192 set by the 1979 Jacksonville
Suns. The 2026 Jumbo Shrimp got off to a slower start in
the steals department, with their 29 stolen bases through
the season's first 24 games placing in a tie for 13th place in
Triple-A. Since that point, however, has been a completely
different story; Jacksonville's 109 steals in the last 52 games
are far and away the most in Triple-A since April 24, with
Gwinnett's 95 steals ranking second.

WHITE NOISE

Jacksonville starter Brandon White yielded only one run
on three hits with eight strikeouts in 5.0 innings on May

21 during his Triple-A debut. Over his next three starts,
however, the Chehalis, Wash., native surrendered 21 runs,
19 earned, on 27 hits (.422 BAA) with just 12 strikeouts in
12.2 innings for 13.50 ERA. White, however, is heading into
Thursday's start against Memphis coming off a performance
in which he matched career-highs in innings pitched (7.0)
and strikeouts (11). The right-hander yielded only one hit
in 7.0 shutout innings on June 19 at Durham, at one point
retiring 22 Bulls in a row. For those efforts, he earned
International League Pitcher of the Week.
