SERIES-OUSLY SPEAKING: Sugar Land is 5-15-2 in six-
game series this year, 0-1 in seven-game series and 1-1
in three-game series... The Space Cowboys have gone
3-8-1 overall at Constellation Field in 2023.

THAT'S ONE WAY TO CELEBRATE: On the same day that
he was recognized as the Astros’ Minor League Player
of the Year by Baseball America, OF Joey Loperfido hit
a walk-off two-run homer in the 11th on Wednesday
night... Loperfido also drove in the tying run in the sev-
enth to help force extra innings.

Loperfido is currently on a five-game hitting streak, going
9-for-21 (.429) with a double, 2 home runs and 8 RBI,
putting together 3 mulit-hit games in that stretch... He
has also reached safely in 18 of his last 23 games with

4 doubles, 4 home runs, 13 RBI and 8 walks and has hit
safely in 16 of his last 22 games.

The 24-year-old leads the Astros' organization in doubles
(27) and extra-base hits (55), is tied with Shay Whit-
comb for the organizational lead in hits (129), 2nd in
Home Runs (25), Total Bases (237) & RBI (78), 3rd in
Avg (.282). OPS (.892) & SLG (.519), 4th in OBP (.373),
T-4th in Walks (63) and 5th in Runs Scored (77) and
Stolen Bases (25).

Shay Whitcomb now leads MiLB in home runs, launch-
ing 35 total homers between Corpus Christi (12) and
Sugar Land (23)... With 3 games remaining, Whitcomb
has a chance to win the Joe Bauman Award, given
annually to the Minor League leader in home runs.

His 35 home runs are the most home runs for an
Astros' Minor Leaguer since Kyle Tucker hit 34 in
2019 with Round Rock, and Whitcomb has a chance
to match or surpass George Springer's 37 home runs
in 2013, the most home runs in a season by an Astros'
Minor Leaguer since 2003.

Additionally, with 102 total RBI, Whitcomb is just the
7th Astros' farm hand with over 100 RBI since 2014
(Justin Dirden, 101 in 2022; AJ Reed in '18 (108), '17
(104) & '15 (127); Matt Duffy, 101 in 2015; J.D. Davis,
101 in 2015)... He's also one of just 10 players in MiLB
with at least 100 RBI this season.

QUIET A FIRST IMPRESSION: INF Will Wagner was pro-
moted to Sugar Land on Tuesday and made his Triple-A
debut that evening, going 2-for-4 with a double... Wag-
ner followed it up with a four-hit night on Wednesday,
the first four-hit game of his career... However, Wagner
had two five-hit games with Corpus Christi this year
(4/16 @ AMA, 8/13 vs. FRI)

HISTORY FOR BLANGO: On 9/12, RHP Ronel Blanco
rewrote the Sugar Land history books, striking out

12 batters in 6.0 scoreless innings of work... The 12
strikeouts broke the previous Space Cowboys record for
strikeouts in a game (11 - Bielak, 2023; Endersby, 2022)
and also set a new career high for Blanco, who had
struck out 9 batters in an outing on two occasions in his
career... Blanco was on the front foot all night, throwing a
first pitch strike to 15 of the 22 hitters he faced.

During the week, Blanco led MiLB in strikeouts and was
third in MiLB, second in the PCL, in innings pitched.

SEEING 20-20-20: Both Pedro Leon (23 2B, 21 HR) and
Joey Loperfido (27 2B, 25 HR) have posted seasons in
which they have at least 20 doubles and 20 home runs
while stealing at least 20 bases (Leon - 20; Loperfido -
25)...

RECORD SETTING DAY IN ABQ: On 5/7 @ ABQ, the Space Cowboys topped several franchise records in a 24-8 win over the
Albuquerque Isotopes. They included:

o Most Hits in a Game: 30

o Most Extra-Base Hits: 14

e  Total Bases: 60

o Most Individual Hits in a game: Korey Lee - 6

Sugar Land also tied the franchise record for runs scored in a game (24) and individual at bats, with three different
players recording 7 trips to the plate.... This came just three days after Sugar Land had set new single-game re-
cords for doubles in a game (9), extra-base hits (13) & at bats (50) in a game on Thursday, 5/4.

GRAND DAY FOR DIRDEN: Outfielder Justin Dirden had a career day on 5/4 against ABQ, going 4-for-5 with 3 doubles, a
grand slam, 6 RBI and 2 runs scored... The six RBI are a new career high for Dirden... The former SEMO Redhawk
also tied two single-game Space Cowboys franchise records with three doubles and four extra-base hits. Dirden
then hit a go-ahead grand slam on Friday night in a 9-8 Space Cowboys win.

MATIJEVIC'S CAREER NIGHT: On 5/2 @ Albuquerque, INF JJ Matijevic re-wrote the Sugar Land Space Cowboys record
books, going 5-for-6 with a double, 2 triples, 8 RBI and 2 runs scored. Since the Sugar Land franchise joined the
affiliated ranks, Matijevic is the first player to record five hits in a game, surpassing the 17 times a player had
registered four hits in a game, most recently done by... Matijevic on 4/5/23 vs. RR. His 8 RBI also establish a new
single-game franchise record for Sugar Land, overtaking the 7 RBI recorded by Lewis Brinson on 8/3/22 @ LV.
Matijevic also recorded two triples, the first player to record two three-baggers in single game. In the series finale
on 5/7, Korey Lee surpassed Matijevic with six hits in a game.

The primary logo of 'Los Dulces de Sugar Land,’ is vibrant and features a watermelon candy capped in a flame of
chamoy and chili powder.

NOW HERE'S A STOREY: Mickey Storey returns for his fourth season as the manager of the Astros’ Triple-A affiliate and his
third with Sugar Land. Storey joined the Astros organization as a coach in 2016 and has managed with Single-A
Quad Cities (2018) and Triple-A Round Rock (2019), along with two seasons in Sugar Land. Storey appeared in
nine seasons at the professional level as a right-handed pitcher, including stints at the Major League level with the
Astros (2012) and Blue Jay (2013). He appeared in four collegiate seasons at Florida Atlantic and was selected by
the Oakland Athletics in the 31st round of the 2008 MLB Draft.

A LITTLE ABOUT US: Through its first nine seasons, Sugar Land played in the independent Atlantic League of Professional
Baseball. They won the Atlantic League Championship in ‘16 and ‘18 and appeared in the postseason in five of nine
seasons. Sugar Land still holds Atlantic League single-season records for wins (95) and winning percentage (.679)
from its ‘13 season. Sugar Land was managed by former Major Leaguers Gary Gaetti (2012-17) and Pete Incaviglia
(2018-20). As an independent team, Sugar Land went 601-502. Notable people to appear for Sugar Land include:
LHP Scott Kazmir, RHP Roger Clemens, IF Rafael Palmeiro, Tracy McGrady, IF James Loney, C Derek Norris, OF Willy
Taveras and RHP Felipe Paulino.

REST OF THE CREW: Joining manager Mickey Storey on the Space Cowboys coaching staff are pitching coach Erick
Abreu, hitting coach Aaron Westlake and development coach Wladimir Sutil. Abreu returns for his third season in
Sugar Land as the pitching coach for the Astros’ Triple-A affiliate. He’s previously worked as the pitching coach for
Astros affiliates at the Single A, Short-Season, Appalachian League, Gulf Coast League and Dominican Summer
League levels, joining the organization as a coach in 2014. Westlake spent 2022 as the hitting coach in Double-A
Corpus Christi and worked as a development coach for the Florida Gulf Coast League Astros in 2021. Sutil enters
his second season on the Space Cowboys staff after serving as the manager for the Astros’ Florida Complex League
team in 2021. He's worked as a manager for Astros affiliates at the Short-Season and Gulf Coast League levels,
joining the organization as a coach in 2014.
