Extra Extra: Three of the last eight games the RubberDucks have
played have gone into extra innings. The back-to-back extra inning
games in Harrisburg were first extra-inning games that the Ducks

played since Opening Day against Altoona. Akron is 2-2 in extras.

Lampe Lighting Up: Joe Lampe is starting to find his groove in
Double-A after the slow start to the season. After batting just .161 with
no home runs and three RBI in April, Lampe is hitting .308 with one
home run and nine RBI through 17 games in May, while reaching
base in 14 games. Lampe is the Ducks hottest hitter during the month
leading the team in average, doubles (six), OPS (.874).

Grand Slam Frias: Two of Dayan Frias’ three home runs this season
have been grand slams. The Ducks infielder launched his first on April
10 in Richmond and second one on May 17 at Canal Park. Frias is the
first Duck to hit multiple slams in a season since Bo Naylor in 2021.
This second grand slam has sent Frias into a hot streak as he went on
an eight-game hitting streak from May 17-28.

Must be the flow: Aaron Davenport has been incredible to start his
Double-A career. The right-hander is 3-1 with a 1.50 ERA and 43
strikeouts over 48.0 innings. Davenport ranks among the best in the
Eastern League in ERA (first), starts (tied second-9), winning
percentage (fourth-.750), WHIP (fourth-1.06) and average against
(fourth-.200).

Magical Mace: Tommy Mace’s first full season in Akron is off to a
great start. The right-hander leads the team in wins (6) and innings
pitched (60.1). Across all of Double-A, Mace ranks among the leaders
in wins (tied first), innings pitched (first), ERA (second-1.79), WHIP
(first-0.90) and winning percentage (first-.857). To add to his
impressive season, Mace tossed 7.2 innings against Altoona on May
17, which marked the longest start by a RubberDuck since Sean
Brady in 2018. Mace has allowed seven runs (five earned) over 40.2
innings in his last six outings.
