20th in batting average (.254), 25th in OBP (.337), 24th in
slugging (.409) and 24th in OPS (.746) in the first 68 games
of the season. Jacksonville has registered at least nine hits in
nine of their last 13 games, sparking an offensive resurgence
from the club. During this stretch, the Jumbo Shrimp rank
second in Triple-A in hits (183), third in batting average
(.305), ninth in OBP (.370), 11th in SLG (.470) and OPS (.840)
while scoring 69 runs (5.3 per game).

GET PITCH OR DIE TRYIN'

Jacksonville has won 13 of their last 21 contests, mainly
behind some dominant pitching and defense. During this
span, the Jumbo Shrimp have ceded four runs or fewer

in 15 of those 21 affairs. Since this run began on June 7,
Jacksonville leads all of Triple-A in runs allowed (76) and
ERA (3.26) while ranking third in OPS against (.718), fourth
in batting average against (.244) and WHIP (1.35) and tied
for seventh in fewest hits allowed (172).

FRIENDS CLOSE, ENEMIES CLOSER

A remarkable 54 of Jacksonville's 81 games (66.7 percent)
in 2024 have been decided by three runs or fewer, including
15 of the club's last 19 contests and 10 of the last 12. After
beginning the year 12-3 (.750) in these narrowly-decided
contests, the Jumbo Shrimp have suddenly struggled in
games determined by no more than three runs; Jacksonville
has lost 26 of its last 39 games decided by three runs or
fewer for an overall record of 25-29 (.462) in these affairs.

Jacksonville outfielder Griffin Conine has been stellar since
early May. Over his last 46 games, the former Duke Blue
Devil is 50-for-his-last-160, slashing .313/.388/.619/1.007
with 11 doubles, one triple, 12 home runs, 33 RBIs, 20
walks and 29 runs scored. Among the 123 qualified hitters
in the IL, Conine ranks 14th in HR/FB (25.4 percent). On the
season, he ranks tied for seventh in the IL in extra-base hits
(32), tied for 13th in homers (15), 20th in SLG (.528) and
OPS (.890) and tied for 21st in doubles (16).
