TODAY'S GAME / OPPOSING STARTER: The Curve wrap up their lone road trip of the season to Richmond. The
Curve and Flying Squirrels play the first-ever games at Carmax Park this week.

Darien Smith, who tossed 4.0 IP of 1-run ball on Tuesday as a piggy-back, takes the ball for the Squirrels today.
Smith was signed as an undrafted free agent in 2024 after a well-traveled college career that culminated at
NAIA Southeastern for two seasons. Smith hails from Jacksonville, FL and recorded a 1.91 ERA in 20 games
between San Jose and Eugene last season.

/A SLOW START: The Curve have matched the franchise record for longest losing streak to begin a season, set in
2009, with an 0-8 start.

SOME JUICE: Altoona had a string of five straight games with a homer broken on Saturday night in a 9-8 loss in
10 innings to Richmond.

DUUUU: Curve hitters Duce Gourson has each reached base safely in all 8 games played by Altoona to begin the
year, he is 1 of 22 hitters at the Double-A level with a eight-game on-base streak to begin the season.

NEED SOME RUNS: The Curve are 26th among Double-A teams in runs scored (27) through 8 games of play,
though it's not for a lack of baserunners. Altoona is 4th among Double-A teams in walks with 50.

SURE, I'LL TAKE FIRST: In his Double-A debut on Thursday, INF Keiner Delgado drew a walk in each of his first
four plate appearances and stole three bases. It was the first game by a Curve hitter with 4 walks since Yoyner
Fajardo on August 7, 2024 at Portland. Delgado (8 BB, T-7th) and Duce Gourson (9 BB, T-5th) rank among the
league leaders in free passes entering play on Sunday, April 12.

THE 2026 CURVE: Back on the field after their first playoff appearance since 2018, the Curve return several
members of their starting lineup from last season headlined by OF Mitch Jebb, INF Duce Gourson, INF Javier
Rivas, and C Omar Alfonzo. 20 of the 29 players on Altoona's Break Camp roster have previous experience with
the Curve.

Omar Alfonzo (No. 13 MLB Pipeline, No. 17 Baseball America), Khristian Curtis (No. 15/24) and Duce Gourson
(No. 21/29) each rank among the Pirates top-30 prospect lists to begin the season.

WHAT DOES THE FOX SAY: Manager Andy Fox returns for his second season at the helm in Curve, PA. Fox is the
first Manager to hold the role for at least 2 seasons since Michael Ryan (2017-19).

NEW BUCS: Altoona's Opening Day roster features 3 pitchers, Brandon Neeck, Dominic Pipkin and Tyrone Yulie,
who are new to the organization in 2026. Neeck was a minor league Rule 5 selection from the LA Dodgers this
past off-season where he spent the entire 2025 season on the staff for their Double-A affiliate in Tulsa. Pipkin,
who has previous Eastern League experience with Reading in 2023 and 2024, was signed as a minor league free
agent after missing 2025 recovering from Tommy John surgery. Yulie, a former New York Yankees farmhand,
also joined Pittsburgh this offseason after missing 2025 with injury.
