25.0 IP) with 13.06 K/9, trailing only
Jacksonville LHP Robby Snelling...Alvarez ranks seventh in the IL in that category (11.91), and RHP ANDRY LARA
ranks 11th (10.84).

FREBALLPARK FRANK: After doubling on the first pitch of the game Saturday, RF CHRISTIAN FRANKLIN launched
a leadoff home run on the first pitch Sunday against Syracuse...he finished the contest 1-for-4, while adding
