Grant Judkins twirled seven innings of one-run ball and T.J. Schofield-Sam went 3-for-4 with two doubles and a triple, lifting his 
league-leading average to .356, and the Nuts beat Dayton in two hours and 13 minutes in front of 8,047 at Day Air Ballpark.

It’s Been a While: The Lugnuts are eight games above .500 for the first time since 2018, an 80-60 Lansing squad that was the most recent 
iteration of the franchise to make the playoffs. 

Prospecting: The Nuts have six of MLB Pipeline’s Top 30 Athletics prospects: No. 7 prospect (Tommy White), No. 10 (Joshua Kuroda-
Grauer), No. 12 (Steven Echavarria), No. 17 (Ryan Lasko), No. 18 (Rodney Green, Jr.) and No. 28 (Nate Nankil).

Fountain of Youth: Lefty Rich Hill, who pitched for the Lugnuts in 2003 (0-1, 2.76, 15 G, 4 GS, 29 1/3 IP, 14 H, 0 HR, 36 BB, 50 K, 9 
WP), fired six innings of one-hit ball for Omaha vs. Iowa yesterday, allowing one unearned run while striking out six, continuing his way 
toward a potential Major League return with the Kansas City Royals - who would be his 14th different Major League team. Hill is 90-74 
with a 4.01 ERA in 386 career appearances, 248 MLB starts, spanning 1,409 innings from 2005-2024.

Road to Omaha: Notable Lugnuts representation in the Super Regionals: Arizona (pitcher Garrett Irvin, on IL); Miami (pitcher Jake 
Garland); Oregon State (pitcher Jake Pfennigs); LSU (third baseman Tommy White); Tennessee (outfielder Jared Dickey); Arkansas 
(pitcher Mark Adamiak); and UTSA (head coach Pat Hallmark, who played for the Lugnuts in 1996-97).

A Gauge on Gage: 2025 Lugnuts Opening Day starter Gage Jump jumped into MLB Pipeline’s Top 100 prospects at No. 100, replacing 
Baltimore’s Coby Mayo. Jump also joined Baseball America’s Top 100 prospects, going from being unrated to coming in at No. 71, and 
was named Minor League Baseball’s May Pitcher of the Month for the Texas League, going 4-0 in four starts with a 0.72 ERA: 25 innings, 
15 hits, 2 runs, 5 walks, 29 strikeouts, 0.80 WHIP, .176 avg. 

Midwest League Outlook: With 10 games remaining in the MWL’s first half, first place West Michigan leads Lansing by six games in the 
East Division, 38-18 to 32-24. On Tuesday, the Whitecaps visit Lansing for a pivotal six-game series before the Lugnuts wrap up the first 
half at Quad Cities while West Michigan hosts Wisconsin.

In Game 2, spot-starter Kramer Champlin retired the first 20 Whitecaps batters. Then Devon Travis sent a chopper to shortstop, 
where it went under the glove of a charging Emilio Guerrero. The official scorer ruled it a single rather than an error, ending the 
no-hitter. Champlin struck out Jeff Holm to end the game, his 10th strikeout of the night, finishing a 2-0 Lugnuts victory. After the 
game, reliever Justin Jackson cooled the seething Champlin by asking him in a pseudo postgame interview, “Did this increase the 
value of your baseball card?”

2014: D.J. Davis tied Ryan Gripp’s franchise record with eight RBIs, thanks to a three-run double in the 3rd, a grand slam in the 
5th, and an RBI double in the 6th. He finished 4-for-5 in the Lugnuts’ 12-4 win over Peoria at Cooley Law School Stadium.
